Introduction

Information is a prominent element in the life
story, in the lifestyle, and the twenty-first century
is the age of information. Therefore, there is a need
to explore the information space. The transition to
information society has an impact on the history
of the media. The newest technology has become
a new stage of science and scientific shift. E-mail,
computer-aided conferences have become the
centerpiece of the scientific environment; science
and the scientist have been bound to this dependence.
Scientific research is a great opportunity for research
objects to deliver, distribute and share the exact,
timely responsibilities. That is why this article
attempts to study the information space in modern
philosophy and to identify its peculiarities.

Methodology

Changes in the information infrastructure
associated with the evolution of information
technologies lead to a change in the system that
ensures functioning of the information space. In
order to address this problem, it is necessary to
explore the possibilities of information support

mechanisms to improve the functioning of entities,
taking into account the scientific-theoretical basis of
the information space with a complex approach to
its analysis and taking into account the specificity
of the sub-system of regional level. Therefore, in
the article, we have conducted a socio-philosophical
analysis based on our own branch to solve such
complex issues.

Review of the literature

The article focuses on the information space
in the world, information society, information
context, and virtual communicative practice. By
the information, space P.B. Gofman-Kadoshnikova,
A.P. Levic, G.E.Mikhaylovskii, B.S. Fleisman,
A.A. Sharova and others. show the external and
internal environment of the system reflecting the
proximity to space. E.A. Azroyants’ «Globalization:
as a science problem», G.V. Vayatta «When
Information Becomes Knowledge: Communication
in Modern Science», V.G. Vinogradsky’s
«Social Organization of Space», A.E. Kalinin’s
«Development of informational space in the
regional economic system», G. Buch’s «Object-
Oriented Projection with Applied Approaches».

Levic «Information as a structure system», S.G.
Kara-Murza’s «Theory of Mysticism» and other
scientific works describe the methods of research in
the information space.

Discussion

In order to understand the concept of information
space, it is necessary to pay attention to the concept
of space. In this context, the President of the country
N.Nazarbayev said, «The history of the nation
begins when all the things, space and time combines,
while space is the indicator of everything, the time
is indicator of all occasions, it is not just a beautiful
aphorism.» In fact, when the concept of space is
created, these philosophies begin search for answers
to these questions.

The modern time in which we live is called
information. Information is an important element
in the life of society, its life. Informatization as
the process of transition to information society
has affected all spheres of human life. New
information technologies have opened new pages
in the development of science and scientific society.
E-mail, computer programs are able to provide
a close connection of people. Informatization of
scientific research is a set of measures aimed at
obtaining accurate, timely detailed knowledge about
the objects of research (Luman 2005: 245).

Information space is a multilevel structure. The
concept of information space combines two terms:
«space» and «information». It can be characterized
by the properties such as the interconnection of
all elements in the structural, duration, material
systems. Consequently, this concept is used to
describe structured and coordinated objects, in other
words, interconnected objects. These attributes are
characteristics not only of physical space, but also
of any other space.

In the process of appearing and formation, the
information space passes through several stages.
Until the writing appeared in the tribal public
building, the connection between the objects
of the information space was carried out in a
certain way by direct epic reporting. Over time,
after labeling with information signs, the subject
of oral communication is reduced. The labeling
of sign for material media was a prerequisite for
the document’s origin. The width and duration
of the information space is now measured by
the geographical distribution (transmit) of the
document. Once the document has appeared, the
information space has become a material state.

In modern philosophy, there are questions that
need to be explored in the study of the concept
of information space. In particular, there is a
search for information space research in social
philosophy. P. Druker, in his turn, says, «The
information is valuable with its flair and subtle
character» (Druker 2006: 320). That is, the data
i1s the ultimate source of information and, as a
result of the use of the knowledge gained with the
knowledge, it is considered as a pseudonym. The
data does not have a depth, it becomes information
during the process of editing and developing, and
when it is transformed it gets valuable meaning.
The fact is that the concept of the Information
Space is related to its object theory, he appears
once and again disappears, only small part of
information is generalized, memorized and became
valuable knowledge (Danilova 2009: 117). Based
on this research logic, you can give a definition.
Considering the internal system of the society, the
information space is characterized by the existence
of telecommunication systems that operate on the
basis of common principles and provide information
exchange between organizations and citizens, as
well as meet their information needs. The main
parts of the information space are: 1) information
resources (database), 2) interchangeable media,
3) information  infrastructure  (organizational
structure  system) (www.glossary.ru)  This
definition reflects the key factors that are important
in the theory of object.

Here, first, the technological factor is mentioned.
The definition identifies the telecommunication
systems that define the historical boundaries of the
formation of information space. The systematic and
global features of telecommunications, based on
«common principles,» emerged in the last quarter of
the twentieth century.

Continuous changes in the telecommunications
predominant and non-inherent formats (for example,
the emergence of a «network society») not only
alter the structure of the information space, but
also change its resource capabilities (for example,
transfer from analog media to digital formats).
This way, the tool becomes part of it, determining
the nature of the information it distributes. («Tool
means message»).

Second, the definition also shows the existence of
a political factor. Informational space management
concept also reflects: citizens are considered as
demanding owners, whereas structural elements
of the system, such as organizations (social
institutions), play an important role. Looking back
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on history, we see that communication has always
been an important tactical and strategic resource.
Warfare was also a source of communication,
with books called «mechanical art», later known
as «artisan art.» After a while, the Frenchman,
Marcel Lerbeier, introduced his camera named
«demonstration machine gun»« (Virilla 2004: 45).

Information space of society is formed as a
result of activity of all documentary institutions. We
can consider it as a set of interconnected information
processes and systems. Generation information
centers, storage and dissemination of information
have become a problem in all spheres of public life
— management, production, defense, ecology, the
use of natural resources and the social sphere. The
reliability of the services of these centers should
be ensured not only from the organizational point
of view, but also from the technical point of view.
The advancement of the informational space, the
desire for continuity of its development stages add
new ways and means of information dissemination
and transfer to the information system. These are
made in the most appropriate form, belonging
to a certain period of material and technical
development. Modern storage and dissemination of
information is truly revolutionary. At the moment,
communication  facilities, telecommunications
and computer technologies provide an extremely
high rate of information quanta, so it is no longer
a factor limiting its spread. Instant distribution of
information changes the range of events and creates
preconditions for creating a single and boundless
space in society. The capabilities of this space today
are demonstrated by the Internet.

As a consequence of the peculiarities of the
complexity of the information space, it cannot
formed spontaneously. For this purpose, coordinated
and interrelated actions of space members are
required. Here, legitimate provision of information
processes plays an important role. One common
space can be regarded as an informational model
of public life, which links communication between
different objects in the same territory and is governed
by technical and technological means through
information analogues. Government support for all
its elements and progressive development trends is
a decisive factor.

Forming a unified information space is a
complex integrated process. It is very difficult to
integrate all its resources and subjects. Access to it
must be targeted, systematic and may take longer.
Only the individual elements of the space will be
united, thanks to the efforts of the members of

the space. Thus, the social side of the information
space is reflected, and the information space can
be regarded as a community of associations and
information related to people.

A few steps have been made before to define
the concept of «information space». Considering
information resources as an important element,
we can provide the following information:
Information space is a communication platform
that is based on  historical information,
providing access to information for consumers,
coordinated and structured, provided by means of
telecommunications and legal guarantees, form of
informational resources that summarizes the results
of the activities.

The Information Space Concept is a part of
the study of the Institute of Information Society
by Japanese sociologist O. Kishida with J. Masuda
that explained it by the term «philosophy of time.»
Considering information as a key resource for
future civilization survival, Japanese scientists have
suggested thatthe speed and frequency of information
acquisition necessarily arises. According to Japanese
scientists, the emergence of this problem should
change the attitude of time and this approach will
become a resource and get social value. The new
social status of time in the information society is
a prerequisite for the formation of absolutely new
values, thatis, time becomes the common mechanism
of creative aspect of the future civilization
formation. J. Masuda introduced the concept
«time — value» to determine the characteristics of
the information society. J. Masuda connects this
unmatched «global information space» with the
«time-value» system that describes the information
era. The spread of this informational space based
on information infrastructure, communication,
satellite communications, computer, contributes
to the globalization of global processes worldwide
(Masuda 1997: 118).

It should be noted that the use of the phrase
«information space» in the mass media is not
an indication that it was studied as a scientific
concept. This term can be used more closely as a
word phrase, rather than a scientific explanation.
However, within the framework of the research,
the concept of «information space» is compulsory
(operationalization — the conformity of scientific
understanding) and the analysis of the main
components of its structure.

The main components of information space
can be information resources, information com-
munication tools and information infrastructure.
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Information infrastructure is a set of information

communication  (including information and
communication technologies), which provides
access to information resources and citizens’

access to information and information technology
development and functioning of the state or the region
(Negodayev 1999: 78). According to the above,
information systems that provide information and
communication between information providers and
consumers within the term «information space», it
is possible to consider the distribution of knowledge
accumulated in resources and its preservation in the
existing infrastructure.

From the content perspective, the information
space can be viewed in two ways: the first is the
set of interconnected images, symbols, concepts,
texts, documents, as well as the hypertext structure,
and the second, information processing, collection,
editing, searching, distribution and storage of
information can be considered. The multifaceted
interrelationship of the above mentioned hypertext
structure and information processes is a prerequisite
for the formation of an information space
(Daloshinsky: 2001: 56-57). While individuals
(subjects) put the existing information space into
action, it is also accepted as a world that has no
systematic personality, higher than individuals do

The information space project allows one or more
other coordinates to be derived from different types.
Therefore, depending on typological characteristics,
it is possible to systematize various information
spaces: the market of educational services, property
criterion, factors, source and level.

Implementation of these rules will create
an informational space at the regional micro or
macro level, and the vision with mechanism of
self-development will become an open regional
information environment in different subject areas,
which will provide a clear and formal coordination,
scientific research management, scientific research
on this regional subject area to create a knowledge
system. Participating in the exchange of information
broadens the information and makes new.

This process opens unlimited opportunities for
self-development and research on a specific subject
area.

At any level, information structures of different
orientations and scales will always correspond to
the scope and orientation of the actual action that
is reflected in the information structure for different
organizational structures.

As an integral feature of matter, information
is the main system that provides the functioning

of the space that is the constituent. Each object
reflects information space and communication in the
information space. The effectiveness of the system
will be ensured by the intensity of information
exchange and will depend on the distribution and
characteristics of information flows in space. It is
possible to conclude that the increase in information
in the exchange process is due to the interaction
of the information factors of their subjects, and
therefore the fact that information growth cannot
be returned as a condition and outcome of systems
evolution.

Based on the need to create information space,
appropriate conceptual models will be created based
on different spaces.

Initially, the concept of «information space»
appeared in 1992 in the terminology of specialists
in various fields. The unified scientific definition
of the concept of «information space» has not been
presented but has been used in different content,
but its scientific formulation is not sufficiently
developed.

In the context of this concept, we can differentiate
between the ways we define in a number of different
ways. The first approach is territorial-information
space considered as «informative territory».

The use of generalized samples for research, the
actions of individuals become a unique distance,
depending on the time, cost, and the purpose of
interaction» (Shadrin 2000: 70.)

The problem of identifying and analyzing the
features of various social and spatial objects, as
well as their interaction, is not sufficiently studied in
domestic science. V.G. Vinogradsky emphasizes the
need for spatial-temporal characteristics in various
fields of activity (Vinogradskii 1988: 179)

The category «Space» describes all major
objects of the motion of matter: mechanical,
physical, chemical, biological, and social. In order to
understand the universality of space, it is necessary
to «distinguish between correcty V.K. Potemkin
and A.L. Simanov wrote. Space is a true, practical
conceptual space, that is, the scientific understanding
of some real space and the receiving space are the
perceptions of the sense organs by sight, sensation.

After reviewing the «information space»
category, it is possible to examine its properties such
as object, process, volume, intensity and density.
This aspect is important in managing. T. Zakupen
considers the information space as a «territory»
with information resources and infrastructure, and
all subjects have the same capacities as receiving,
transporting and manipulating information at any
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point in the space (Vashchin 1990: 24-49) that
Prokhorova gave. «Information space» is not
only a region with simple information but also a
geographical and auditorial character.

According to a regional understanding, the
«information space» is defined by the subject,
including the source of information, the technological
system of collection and processing, dissemination
of information and users of various resources that
are governed by the current legislation.

The third evolutionary way of the concept of
information space is determined by the method of
processing information. Subjects of information
space accept the environment by means of filtration
and processing of information, using modern
information (mental) templates, allowing to solve
the existing problems. The conceptual model of
information space is a set of structures such as
information space agents (information systems), an
agent model of the environment, and information
interaction of agents in the form of information
resources and space. The evolutionary model of
the information space can be transformed as a
sophisticated example of the subject area, and
affecting the functions and structures of a particular
space in the process of information collection. When
the information model provides the content and
function of a more accurate space, the effectiveness
of subjects’ activities is high, and the principle of
information space identification is provided by
structural factors.

Management awareness — a stable process,
despite difficulties, has been advancing in recent
years. Many people accept the same or different types
of management decisions, have the information and
communication infrastructure of the management
system, and have many facilities to be managed.
All this takes place through information flows in
the information space through updated information
management system with different management
complexity.

The peculiarity of any complex system is
its sophisticated internal structure and unique
properties that are not observed in ordinary systems
with simple internal structure. Some common laws
of different complex systems (economic, industrial,
military, educational, biological, physical, scientific)
have regularities that are not dependent on actual
content and goals.

Unusual and non-mercantile spaces are full
of features: building blocks, road alerts, sound
amplifiers, plasma screens, cross-country vehicles
and more. It would not have been possible to find a

shelter in the midst of the first surviving world, and
to find a place where he would be alive to survive.
Modern-day developers are sometimes unable to
cope with the ongoing data network. Do you have a
hard time running away from a poor job? It is worth
the effort and it should be avoided, why there is no
need to keep up the pressure?

American politician related to this A. Gore’s
thoughts are of interest: «The Humanity was born
with his own hands, and he went to the depths of
the sea. We have brought many statistical data,
formulas, images, documents and declarations to
the world, and we are unable to master it. Instead of
looking for new ways to understand and absorb the
world we are developing, we are developing a new
generation of heat».

You need to have a lot of knowledge, skills,
and content to keep up-to-date information on your
current job and to secure it as a free education.
These processes can be spontaneously implemented
and can be avoided.

In the online warfare, we have systematized
knowledge production and strengthened our
mentality. With the use of the industrial method, we
are engaged in the production of modern knowledge
and this knowledge is the driving force of our
economy.

The knowledge and knowledge were inevitably
valuable resources. But the spontaneousness of the
intellectuals is a barrier to the abuse of those values.
In the knowledge-based economy, it is necessary to
use the best methods of organizing and managing
knowledge.

According to P. Druker, the productivity
of education is the faction that defines its
competitiveness. There is a great deal of productivity
in countries, industries, and private organizations.
Medium-sized fabric makes the product even more
productive, although it is a pragmatic productivity
(Drucker 2006: 280).

The global network of smartphones has come
to an end. Everyone who needs the help has always
had access to it. In one case, it is important to be
aware of this problem, but there are problems with
family medicine, family problems, and more serious
crime-related crime scenarios. As the equality is
constantly stagnant, the new ethic values of the
person, as well as the change in the professional
structure of the person, are at the expense of those
who are in the commune. The gradual integration
of the world into a virtual world has led to the
fact that the real life is on the second place (Kara-
Murza 2002: 832)
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It is possible to say that the human get the
information at three levels. The first is biological,
that is genetics; the second — social environment;
the third is a technique that has grown in the way
of life, and its way of life and its commitment. The
technologies that contribute to the elaboration and
retention of information are the most commonly
used in the life of the bullion, the cultural level
of the population, and its importance. This means
that the tendency of the part of the society to move
quickens undoubtedly.

Inthe information era, primarily, the «audiovisual
culture» was the basis of the media. Film, especially
television, is a phenomenon called «screen culturey.
It is no coincidence that over the past decade, many

«teacher of life» (Abramov 2009: 16).

Significant
challenges include change of groundwater, the loss
of traditional ethics, and the inefficiency of the
civilian system. The downside of the globalization
is its cutting edge and advanced communications
technology. Terrorism, corruption, crime, epidemics,
ethnic and racial discrimination remain unwarranted
for residents of the globe.

The most important part of the research is
intellectual innovation activities. This will make the
autonomy of the learning process of each individual,
owing to the free access to all forms of education
(Drucker 2004: 272).

Civilian reformers have already been
overwhelmed, and social issues are not crucial.

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von Humboldt principles and reality of post-Soviet universities

It has been shown that unsatisfactory state of post-Soviet higher education is largely connected
with the fact that the fundamental principles of von Humboldt, which ensured the formation of classical
university education at the end of the 19th century, are no longer realized in modern conditions. First
of all, due to the fact of widespread higher education, it is only possible to speak formally about inter-
connection between academic freedom, education and science within the walls of the overwhelming
majority of post-Soviet universities. Over the past 150 years, the workload of professors has increased
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on average from 4 to 30 hours per week, which excludes the realization of academic freedom. This fact
reflects systemic crisis in higher education of industrial era and significant difficulties in transition to
post-industrial university. It has been shown that to overcome the prevailing negative trends, first of all,
it requires the formation of adequate ideas of post-industrial higher education economics as well as sys-
temic counteraction to transitional diseases, which include the flourishing of pseudoscience (especially
in areas related to telecommunication technologies), as well as corruption, for which the pseudo-science
is working as breeding ground.

Al-Farabi in the studies of French philosophers

In this article we are talking about the study of philosophy of al-Farabi in the studies of French
researchers. The aim of the article is to study and consider the views of French researchers on the philo-
sophical system of al-Farabi from the scientific and philosophical point of view. French researchers like
Etienne Gilson, Baron Carra de Vaux, Henry Corbin, Alain de Libera, Philippe Vallat and others have
an attractive study of the philosophy of al-Farabi. The study of the point of view of French philosophers
shows that they basically consider al-Farabi to be a religious thinker and a representative of Sufism. They
affirm in their studies that al-Farabi was not just a follower of Aristotle, but a philosopher, with a doctrine
that is not only different from Aristotle’s teachings, but is also against it with his mystical inspirations.
They also show that the goal of al-Farabi’s philosophy is to reconcile the teachings of Plato and Aristotle
and by this way thinker wants to reconcile the philosophy with religion. In the process of research, the
author used analytical, historical, systemic and comparative methods of analysis, which contributed to
a comprehensive study of the problem. The results of the research are theoretical, methodological and
scientifically practical, as they make it possible to understand the interpretation by modern French scien-
tists of the philosophical views of al-Farabi on the problem of God, creation, world, soul, intellect, etc.
The main provisions and conclusions of the article can be used in subsequent studies of the problems of
ontology and gnoseology in eastern and western peripatetism. The results of the study can also be used
in reading lectures and special courses on the history of philosophy.

A CONCEPT AND RESEARCH METHODS

Having studied the basic theoretical approaches to the study of values, the authors came to the
conclusion that there are various theories and approaches with their shortcomings, as well as important
innovative provisions. The main objective of the article is to find a compromise between these theories,
use them in practice and contribute to the study of values. The subject of the research is the most im-
portant methodological directions of the theory. The result was the isolation and theoretical justification
of the application of these methods in science. A new methodology has been developed for studying
sociocultural trends in social development, in particular, the transformation of the spiritual values of
the Kazakhstani generation-Y society. It should be emphasized that the problem of the transformation
of human values is very relevant for Kazakh culture at present and is the core of culture, because in the
context of globalization, the main problems of spirituality remain in the shadow, and the market system
(competitiveness and money) replaces all values and becomes the center of existence and essence mod-
ern man. The article can become the basis for developing a new original methodology for studying and
determining the direction in the study of the phenomenon of value.

Introduction

Based on the literature review on values theories
and values transformation in the other articles, the
spiritual values seems to be fragmenting in many
parts of the world. There is no doubt that the way in
which values have been developing over the last half-
century reveals some remarkable and fast-moving
transitions in Western societies. In Kazakhstan,
Generation-Y values and perception on values, values
functioning, transformation, and responsibility seem
rapidly changing as well. This article attempted to
explore and examine critically contemporary theories
of values transformation together with ideas about
global values and their impact upon Generation-Y
about spiritual values of Kazakhstani society. It
seeks to illuminate the likely choices and behavior of
Generation-Y concerning personal lifestyle and social
life. This, in turn, might provide insights into future
Kazakhstani society and the values transformation and
related implications for social work and other service
and policy planning more generally. This article first
outlines the epistemological status of the study. Then
it describes the research design and methods and
examines their strengths and weaknesses as well as
the particular approaches to analysis for each method.

Research methods and analysis

The study style comprised across-sectional multi-
method qualitative and quantitative exploration of
attitudes held by Generation-Y regarding values
transformation in Kazakhstan, utilizing focus groups,
surveys and individual interviews as the key analysis
techniques. A self-completion questionnaire survey
instrument, a guided list of themes for focus groups
and semi-structured interviews for individuals were
adopted as the suggests that for data collection. The
methodological position of ‘critical realism’ was
adopted to secure insights into complex processes
and social systems that each up on and were formed
by individual and group attitudes and beliefs
(Pawson and Tilley, 1997:45). The research style
could not reveal the totality of cultural processes
that verify the institutional structures that organized
the cultural worlds of respondents. However, it had
been supposed that the study might offer a snap in
time of the ways in which Generation-Y perceived
their futures with reference to any responsibilities
towards their life and particularly their ideas about
preserving values of their own. Details of the three
research methods and the strengths and weakness
are examined as follows.
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Concept of value

The world we live in is an extremely interesting
and challenging place. The deepest threats to human
existence only appear to be concrete — wars, disease,
famine, natural catastrophes — and we have begun to
move towards a post-material age, the threat from
non-material factors, quite logically, has intensified.
(Hankiss, Elemer, 2000:24). The phenomena
impact on our world of meanings and devalue our
existing forms of knowledge, with the result that
we are beset by post-modern fears, a new set of
unknowns (Bauman, Zigmunt, 1995:78). Identities
are anchored around a set of moral propositions
that regulate values and behavior. In every system
of identity construction, there has to be a hierarchy
of norms, as well as lateral, reciprocal relations and
this requires people to be «judgementaly, in as much
as they must have the criteria to condemn certain
kinds of behavior or values and approve to others.

Although the concept of value, the articulation
of identity, of collective norms and its criteria are
encoded in various discourses. These modes of
expression are specific to culture that has generated
them and are simultaneously a form of recognition
and an instrument of cultural reproduction.
Values are seen as the core of culture because they
determine people’s behavior. Values are believed to
be defining a social institution, and norms, symbols,
rituals and other cultural activities revolve around
them (Enz, 1988). Each culture is characterized by
a different system of concepts. (Sperber, 1996:67).
The third concept of culture is termed, by Gyorgy
Markus, the «anthropological concept». In the sense
of the anthropological concept, all human societies
are cultures insofar as they all provide their denizens
with values, norms, stories, images, religions, and
so on. (Markus, 2011). Every way of life is a culture
(Heller, 1999:134).

Values act as guidelines that help people to
choose goals and make decisions about how to
realize them. They specify an individual’s personal
beliefs about how he or she «should» or «ought to»
behave. That means that values do not necessarily
reflect how he or she wants or desires to behave or
actually behaves, but rather «describe» his or her
internalized interpretations about socially desirable
ways to fulfill his or her needs (Meglino, Ravlin,
1998:354).

Values change, and actually value change
driven by generational population. So it is important
to analyze the changes and explore how these
transformations are affected population replacement.

The focus groups
The focus group is an interview style designed

for small groups of unrelated individuals, formed
by an investigator and led in a group discussion

on some particular topic or topics (Schutt, 2003).
Using this approach, researchers strive to learn
through discussion about conscious, semiconscious,
and unconscious psychological and sociocultural
characteristics and processes among various
groups (Stewart and Shamdasani, 1990). The focus
group has a unique feature, that is to use the group
interaction to produce data and insights that would
be less accessible without the interaction found in
a group encounter (Morgan, 1988a:11). The focus
group can be used as a method on its own or in
combination with other methods such as surveys,
observations, single interviews. Morgan (1988b:17)
sees focus groups as ‘useful for orienting oneself
to a new field; generating hypotheses based
on informants insights; evaluating different
research sites or study populations; developing
interview schedules and questionnaires and getting
participants’ interpretations of results from earlier
studies.

There are a number of significant advantages
associated with the use of focus groups as a data-
gathering strategy (Edmunds, 2000). These include
high flexibility in terms of number of participants,
groups, costs, duration, etc. It permits the gathering
of a large amount of information from potentially
large groups of people in a relatively short period.
It can generate important insights into topics that
previously were not well understood. It allows

researchers to better understand how members
of a group arrive at, or alter, their conclusions
about some topic or issue and provides access
to ‘interactionary clues’ (Berg, 2007a:148).
Focus groups allow the researcher to develop an
understanding about why people feel the way they
do. It offers the opportunity of allowing people to
probe each other’s reasons for holding a certain
view. They can elicit a wide variety of different
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views in relation to a particular issue (Denscombe,
2003) and can be used to gather information from
transient populations.

The moderator can explore related but
unanticipated topics as they arise in the course of
the group’s discussion. Focus groups often do
not require complex sampling strategies (Berg,
2007b:75). When effectively run they can be
free flowing and allow safe argument amongst
participants and for challenging group members’
viewpoints. On the whole, the focus groups offers
the researcher an opportunity to study the ways in
which individuals collectively make sense of and
construct meanings around a phenomenon (Bryman,
2004a:18) or as a quasi-naturalistic method for
studying the generation of social representations or
social knowledge in general (Lunt and Livingstone,
1996).

Focus groups also have limitations. Focus groups
are difficult to organize, as the ‘turn up’ rate cannot
be assured (Berg, 2007¢:152). When compared with
the individual interview, the researcher has less
control over proceedings. It depends on how far the
researcher can allow a focus group to take over the
running of proceedings. It is also difficult to record
the discussion that takes place as speakers interrupt
one another and talk simultaneously (Bryman,
2004b:27). A specific problem is how to document
the data in a way that allows the identification of
individual speakers and the differentiation between
statements of several parallel speakers (Flick,
2006). The data are difficult to analyze as a huge
amount of material can be quickly produced, and
the recordings are prone to inaudible elements,
which affects transcription (Bryman, 2004c:48).
Hence, the recordings are probably more time-
consuming to transcribe than equivalent recordings
of individual interviews. Regarding the group
effect, there is also the possibility that people will be
reluctant to disclose thoughts on sensitive, personal,
political or emotional matters in the company of
others (Bryman, 2004). Dominant personalities may
overpower and steer the group’s responses unless
the moderator is active. The researcher needs to
manage the event to avoid this happening (Berg,
2007). Generally, participants may be more prone
to expressing culturally expected views than in an
individual interview (Bryman, 2004).

The survey
For the quantitative aspect of the study a

cross-sectional design and survey approach was
adopted which involved sending self-completion
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questionnaires to a target sample of 1000 people
in all regions of Kazakhstan. The survey would
allow the capture of a large field of data on
potential variations in Generation —Y perceptions
about values transformation. Clear distinctions
between cases can be made as well. The survey’s
cross-sectional design can provide a consistent and
systematic way for establishing variations and make
possible the examination of relationships or patterns
of association between variables (Bryman, 2004).
In addition, survey research tends to focus on data
based on ‘real-world’ observations more than theory.
It involves an active attempt by the researcher to go
and structure an enquiry with a span of vision that
can be wide and inclusive. Its breadth of coverage
means that it is more likely than other approaches to
get data based on a sample of sufficient size to allow
some claim to relevance and ideally generalizability.

Surveys can lend themselves to future replication
(Blaxter, 2001) and can produce large quantitative
data sets in a short time for a low and reasonably
predictable cost (Denscombe, 2003). However, the
survey has its disadvantages when data reside solely
in the form of tables, charts and statistics and without
linkage to wider theories and issues. The researcher
can become preoccupied with the data to the
exclusion of an adequate account of the implications
of the findings for issues, problems or theories. The
data provide a snapshot in time rather than a focus
on the underlying processes and mechanisms that
generate the phenomena in question. In this sense
the significance of the data can become neglected
(Blaxter, 2001; Denscombe, 2003). The survey does
not usually allow in-depth investigation of the topic
and there is usually little opportunity to check on the
accuracy or honesty of the opinions captured. The
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researcher is often not in a position to check first-
hand the understandings of the respondents to the
questions asked. Lastly, the survey relies on breadth
rather than depth for validity, which raises questions
about the adequacy of small-scale studies (Blaxter,
2010:80).

The individual interviews

In regard to the individual interviews in the
third stage of the study, these were informed by
the results of the survey which helped to develop
an interview guide. For example, the survey results
revealed that both the Kazakhstani cultural values
and the global western values had a mutual and
reciprocal influence on Generation-Y values. In
order to explore this and other interesting findings,
ten respondents were purposively identified from
the survey returns on the basis of varied socio-
economic backgrounds and invited to participate in
a semi structured interview in order to drill down
in more depth about themes arising from the survey
data. This part of the study incorporated discussion
of global and Kazakhstani culture and values and
people’s perception of marriage, work and family
responsibility. Semi-structured interviewing was
the means of data collection and involved the
implementation of a number of predetermined
questions and special topics listed in an interview
guide. These questions were typically asked of each
interviewee in a systematic and consistent order, but
the interviewers were allowed freedom to digress;
that is, the interviewers are permitted to probe far
beyond the answers to their prepared questions
(Berg, 2007). A semi-structured interview guide
is more structured than an informal conversational
interview, because it relies on some general themes
to be explored with all informants (Kumar 1996).
These interviews were therefore relatively more

formal. Participants were asked to sign consent
forms, agreeing to participate. These interviews
also had a clear start and finish time and participants
were given a list of themes to be covered in the
interview. However, while there is some structure,
the researcher could also ask probing questions
and follow up on responses as needed to generate
the depth required. The interview still relies on a
conversational style because the themes explored
operate as a checklist and are not posed as a set of
questions that are asked in exactly the same way
with every informant (Patton, 1987:111). There are
notable merits to semi-structured interviews. The
interviewee has the chance to elaborate his/her ideas
and views. Flexibility is allowed and adjustments
to the enquiry can be made during the interview
process. Also, interviews require only simple
equipment and build on the conversation skills of
the researcher. Direct face-to-face contact can help
the researcher to check for accuracy and relevance
of data. A high response rate can be ensured as
interviews are mostly arranged at a convenient time
and place for interviewee (Denscombe, 2003).

Nevertheless, interviews have disadvantages:
Data collection can be time consuming as can
be analysis. Interviewees may give non-standard
responses and data are not pre coded but have an
open format. Hence, the considerable time spent on
transcription and coding. The reliability of data is
sometimes queried as consistency and objectivity
are difficult to fulfill within the dynamics of the
interview encounter. There are also some barriers
which may hinder the accuracy and relevance of
data. For example, the impact of the recording device
may be uncomfortable or threatening for some
interviewees. Finally, the costs of the interviewer’s
time, traveling expenses and other fees may be high
if the interviewees are widely scattered (Denscombe,
2003).

Conclusion

Bryman (2004) points out that the argument
against multi-strategy research tends to be based on
the idea that research methods carry epistemological
commitments and that quantitative and qualitative
research being separate paradigms should not be
conjoined. Quantitative research has traditionally
been informed by positivism and the hypothetic-
deductive method. The theory drives the research
and the aim in the first instance is to disprove the
theory, that is, a process known as ‘falsification’ by
showing that there is no relationship between the
variables of interest (Abercrombie et al., 1988, cited
in D’Cruz and Jones, 2004:63). Qualitative research,
on the other hand, is said to rely on emergent theories
and inductive reasoning that stems from the inter-
subjective nature of the social world. Nonetheless,
in recent years, the use of more than one cultural
research method has been encouraged to support
the constitutive structuring of interpretation in the
analytic process. Nevertheless, it was important
to be alert to the probability that multi-methods
might lead to a similar analytic direction but are
unlikely to meet at some precise, unequivocal
point in their accounting for cultural reality. Hence,
a cautious position was adopted which avoided
any presumption that the use of methodological
triangulation could prove that the data or analyses
were absolutely correct (Denscombe, 2003).

For this research, quantitative analysis of the
survey was more bounded and discrete as the data
were the product of statistical techniques based
on mathematics and probability. Nevertheless,
statistical tests of significance gave some credibility
in terms of interpretation and confidence in the
findings. Furthermore, large volumes of data could
be analyzed quickly using advanced and well
prepared computerized procedures. Easy and clear
representations were made possible by computer
software, which saved time and other resources
that in turn reduced the cost of research. In spite of
the advantages of quantitative analysis, there were
also demerits. For example, the researcher might
become preoccupied with statistics and the search
for significance and might ignore the very research
purpose to attempt a more rounded interpretation
of the phenomena. With regard to the strengths of
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qualitative analysis in the form of focus group and
semi-structured in-depth interviews, we can say the
data and the analysis is more likely to be grounded
in human experience and have their roots in complex
social existence. Moreover, thematic analysis of
transcripts can provide detailed, in-depth and thick
description about complexity which quantitative
analysis may not achieve.

Another merit of qualitative analysis is the
acceptance of ambiguity and contradictions as
this is inherent in the social world. It also draws
on the interpretative skills of the researcher and
inevitably opens up alternative explanations.
It allows that different researchers might come
up with different conclusions about the nature
of social existence. However, there is a weak
generalization in a qualitative analysis as data may
be less representative. Hence, it is imperative not
to oversimplify the explanation of the findings.
Moreover, the interpretation of data implicates many
personal factors such as the researcher’s identity,
background, and beliefs. In this sense, the findings
and conclusions are unavoidably selective and a
creation of the researcher rather than a discovery
of ‘fact’ per se. With hindsight, we believe mixed
methods to have been complementary rather
than contradictory within this particular study.
By adopting two types of research methods with
different kinds of data analysis, the study became
more comprehensive, in both width and depth. On
one hand, the study was able to test out key concepts
using quantitative research and on the other hand was
able to generate insights into the same conceptual
fields from the perspectives of participants gathered
in individual and group contexts. Hence, both firm
and reliable data were developed via quantitative
research and rich deep qualitative data were
collected in the qualitative design. Of course,
quantitative research is typically highly structured
and can present a static image of social reality with
its emphasis on relationships between variables,
whereas the less structured qualitative approach
brings out processes or unfolding events over time
and the interconnections between the actions of
participants of social settings. It is in light of these
caveats about and merits of mixed methods that
the thesis now presents key findings as outlined in
values surveying.

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Constrained parties of norms of the ancient-kazakh customs
with an islamic right

This scientific article discusses the theoretical and practical aspects of the manifestation of direct and
indirect similarities between Kazakh customs in the set of laws of the Jeti Zharga Tauke Khan with the
legal norms of Islam through the application of historical, comparative and hermeneutic methods. And
also discusses the processes of interaction of Islamic law with Kazakh customs.

A number of dissertations and scientific articles have been written on this subject. However, many
of them are aimed at comparing customs and traditions that are not connected in the old and modern
Kazakh literature with the hadiths of the prophet Muhammad and other values of Islam and are not reli-
gious and social studies. This article refers to religious legal research, since it focuses on the study of the
relationship of traditions and classical Islamic law in the Kazakh steppes of the 17th century.

Sharia norms are considered as the source of many traditions of the Kazakh society. The values of
Kazakh traditions and the custom of synthesizing with Islamic law and the improvement on this basis of
spiritual, social, legal and moral relations, as well as their role in improving social and family institutions,
are also described.

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Problems of acculturation and cultural integration
of migrants into society and culture

This article addresses the issue of cultural integration and acculturation of migrants currently living
in Europe. According to the authors, the successful cultural integration of migrants can have an impact
not only on the development of socio-cultural relations, but also on improving the economic situation
of European countries.

The scientific interest in the raised problem of cultural integration and acculturation of migrants by
the authors is traced in the scientific works of the early twentieth century (R. Linton, M. Herskowitz, R.
Redfield, J. Berry, M. Gordon). Initially, acculturation was considered as changes in the initial models of
culture, occurring as a result of prolonged contact of representatives of different cultures.

The intensification of migration processes and the problems of cultural adaptation of migrants into
European society caused a wave of new interest in this topic. The authors of the article note that modern
researchers consider acculturation not only in the form of a collective phenomenon, but also within the
psychology of an individual personality, and are used to designate the process and result of cultural inter-
action. Such an understanding of cultural dialogue allows clarifying misconceptions about other cultures
and borrowing the best sides.
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The SWOT analysis of multiculturalism carried out in the course of writing the article made it pos-
sible to assess the strengths and weaknesses of the highlighted phenomenon, the possible risks and
threats to countries where this ideology has found its application in practice. The data obtained from the
SWOT analysis can be used as part of the planning and development process of a multicultural society.

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THE HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL MONUMENT:
A MODERN INTERPRETATION OF THE TERM

The preservation of historical and cultural monuments as a unit of cultural heritage and as an under-
standing of the corresponding cultural phenomenon is one of the most pressing global problems in the
modern world. To obtain accurate scientific data on the scale of historical and cultural monuments, a
modern interpretation of this term is required. This article analyzes the genesis of the phenomenon, the
etymology of the term “historical monument”, the specifics of the evolutionary process in the framework
of historical milestones in the context of museum research, which emphasizes the modern concept. The
new formulation of the model of a monument of history and culture, which is one of the popular defini-
tions of the terminology of museum research, requires careful analysis to fully understand the quintes-
sence of this phenomenon. Extensive research in this area confirms that the definition of “monument
of history and culture” developed in a special way in the process of evolution. In this regard, the main
objectives of the study are the history of the origin of the definition, its etymology, various shades of its
meaning and features of the formulation. The main arguments of the modern essence of this phenom-
enon, according to the authors, begin with a terminological explanation of the word “monument”, which
forms the core of this term and is the aim of studying this article.

Introduction

The term ‘monument’ has long since become an
everyday word in Europe and has been adequately
reflected in legislation, academic literature and the
museum experience. There are around seventy legal
acts that regulate the protection and preservation of
historical and cultural monuments in the European
Union and Council of Europe.

The International Council on Monuments and
Sites (ICOMOS) signed a statute at its 5" General
Assembly. As written in section of Article 3 of the
Statute, Definitions:

The term ‘monument’ shall include all structures
(together with their settings and pertinent fixtures
and contents) which are of value from a historical,
artistic, architectural, scientific or ethnological
point of view. This definition shall include works
of monumental sculpture and painting, elements or
structures of an archaeological nature, inscriptions,
cave dwellings and all combinations of such
features. (International Council on Monuments and
Sites, 2014:20)

Analysis of the etymology of the terms for
‘monument’ in different languages proves that they
all derive from the same source — ‘memory’. The fact
that this term is expressed by the words pamyatnik
in Russian (the root of the word is pamyat, which
means ‘memory’, ‘remembrance’); monument in
European languages (from the Latin word moneo,
which means ‘I remind’, ‘I recall’) and finally anit
in Ottoman Turkish (which means ‘to remember’)
proves that this idea is directly connected to
memory. But it also allows us to believe that it has
evolved from its original essence to a term with new
meaning.

Researchers T.M. Mironova (Mironova,
2000:77) and G.V.Lebedova also highlight the
memory’s role in the creation of meaning during
the formation of the perception of ‘monument’.
The etymology of the Azerbaijani word abide
originates with the Arabic word abid, which means

‘one who prays’, ‘one who has faith’ (http://art-
con.ru/node/847). A question arises: what caused
the word abid to become abide, which was then
translated as pamyatnik and ‘monument’, which are
completely different in meaning? In other languages
the etymology of ‘monument’ relates to ‘memory’.
So why is it connected to religious belief in our
mother tongue? Meanwhile in modern Arabic what
we call abide (statue, monument) is referred to as
nusb, not abid. In checking abide in encyclopaedias,
we did not encounter references to religious belief
in describing the meaning of the word (with the
exception of memorial gravestones, tombs etc!).
In researching the bonds connecting abid with the
concept of ‘memory’, let us consider the substance
of the activity of the abid as one who prays. We can
state that for any believer the most important form
of practise of their faith is praying. And the most
important rule of prayer is remembrance of God.
Since the earliest of times, remembrance has been
one of the procedural acts of belief in the prayer of a
believer in all religions.

Discussion: According to the argument pro-
pounded by the theory of cultural perpetuation that
has become a part of the history of culture studies,
perpetuation has always been of essence in the crea-
tion of monuments (abide). Sigmund Freud, noting
the significance of this argument, wrote:

The memorials and monuments, with which
we adorn our great cities, are memory symbols
(Schmidt, 1976a:11).

As time passes people begin to appreciate me-
morials as sacred places and to create an affective
bond with them. The conception not only of abide
(memorial), but also of pamyatnik and ‘monument’
in a narrow context, as examples of sculpture and ar-
chitecture, is also very often linked to this argument.
This indicates that the primary status of abide was at
an everday mundane level. If in our everyday con-
versations we refer to any mid-level architectural
bulding or piece of sculpture as abide (monument),
then the concept is at a mundane level. However,
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a new-level conception of ‘monument’ was formed
within the concept of the passage of time, wherein
‘memory’ played was the main creator of meaning.
As historical memory became a source of informa-
tion represented by monuments, the monument took
anew direction, from the everyday to having official
status within society. From then on the monument
(as a created work) ceased to be regarded merely as
a work created by one person or group, or a natural
monument existing independently of human effort,
but as a paradigm of a social phenomenon that has
informational potential. By defining ‘monument’ as
a “data carrier of social significance” in the Diction-
ary of Museum Terminology, the modern status of
‘monument’ in society began to be defined by its of-
ficial status (http://www.museum.ru/rme/dictionary.
asp?117). “Monuments are phenomena that preserve
social memory”, “Monuments are the confidants of
history!” are two of the most widespread scientific
expressions of our times.

Research reveals the dynamics of the modern
perception of the term ‘monument’ in the differ-
ent expressions at different stages of history: in the
early 20™ century this phenomenon was called, the
‘revolutionary monument’ (the October Revolution
in Russia), after the 1930s ‘historical monument’,
from 1948-1960s the ‘cultural monument’. The term
‘historical and cultural monument’ was established
for the first time in the 1965 law on the establish-
ment of the All-Russian Society for the Preservation
of Historical and Cultural Monuments. It became
law in the the RSFSR in 1978 as the “On the Protec-
tion and Use of Monuments of History and Culture”.
This law defined ‘monument’ as follows:

Monuments of history and culture include build-
ings and objects of tangible and intangible creative
work of historical, scientific, artistic or other cul-
tural value connected to historical events in the life
of a nation, society or country.

The famous monumentalist A.M.Kulemzin de-
scribed the historical and cultural monument as fol-
lows in his research paper, “The Protection of Mon-
uments in Russia as a Historical-Cultural Event™:

Historical and cultural monuments are objects
that have appeared as a result of historical and cul-
tural events or those that concentrate traces of influ-
ence and true knowledge, being either historical or
aesthetic information (Klebanov, 2012).

The term monument of history and culture is a
highly advantageous expression in seeking to grasp
the depth of the essence of this phenomenon. How-
ever, it would be incorrect to assume that all coun-
tries use it as a rule in their legislations. For exam-
ple, in legislation in Russia, where the science of
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monument studies was established, the expression
used is objects of cultural heritage, in the USA and
France historical monuments, in ltaly cultural val-
ues, in Norway and Greece cultural heritage and it
is simply monument in Poland. The objects have the
same meaning. However, such variety of descrip-
tion means that there is an urgent need to describe
them by one universal term. The absence of a com-
mon denomination here is seen as lack of interest by
international organizations connected to UNESCO.
We should note that terms such as monument, cul-
tural heritage, and cultural value are more common
than the expression monuments of history and cul-
ture in UNESCO documentation. Priorities in the
protection of cultural and natural heritage, by now
a global problem, include an urgent once-and-for-all
resolution of this issue.

Apart from natural monuments (with the
exception of the anthropogenic factor!), the
transformation of objects of outstanding potential
value in any area of human creativity or social life
to the status of monuments of history and culture
may be considered an objective process. Thus in
law the status of monument of history and culture
is bestowed upon objects of historical-cultural and
even natural heritage that are of special value to
society. Both contexts of the term monument lie
within the scope of museum studies. However,
legal status is of greater importance. The legal
status of monuments of history and culture relates
to the means by which they are protected. We note
that researchers who study the legal aspects of
monument protection, such as M.M.Boguslavsky
(Boguslavsky, 2005), I.LE.Martinenko (Martinenko,
2005a), L.R.Klebanov (Key Terms of Museum
Studies, 2010), A.B.Shukhobodsky (Schmidt,
1976b), A.P.Sergeyeva (Sergeyeva, 1990), and
others, all insist on a thesis for a special protection
regime for objects categorised monuments of history
and culture. The researcher L.R.Klebanov wrote:
Monuments of history and culture, considering their
special cultural importance, are the cultural values
that are included in state registration (inclusion in a
special list or catalogued registry) based on expert
evaluation from government (Key Terms of Museum
Studies, 2010a:23). The same thesis is proposed by
[.LE.Martinenko: Monuments are cultural values that
are included in state protection by state registration
and under a special regime of protection and use
(Martinenko, 2005b: 13).

These theses represent the new context for the
definition of monuments. Previously, all those who
studied monuments of history and culture in the
context of philosophy, culture studies, art studies
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and sociology, concentrated on the argument
concerning the historical and cultural information
they represented. Arising from this perception of
value and relevance to society, P.Boyarsky and
A.Dyachkov founded the discipline of monument
studies in Russia in the late 1980s. They went further
than just the perception of monuments at a social
level, approaching them as the tangible social wealth
that was in crucial need of discovery and protection.
The idea of monument studies emerged long
before the science. The elemental and spontaneous
perception of the social significance of monuments
and the need to protect them developed out of
practice. Researchers studying history with respect to
objects as information bearers proved scientifically
the mutual relation between historical processes and
monuments. That is precisely why those researchers
not only discovered monuments, but also raised
the question of their protection. P.V.Boyarsky, the
founder of monument studies, defines monuments of
history and culture thus: Monuments of history and
culture are the total collection of tangible objects
and monuments (remembrance sites) that make

up relative concatenation and reflect all aspects
of historical development of human society in the
biosphere system (Boyarsky, 1986:127).

A.N.Dyachkov revealed all the significant
features of monuments of history and culture.
Insisting that ‘monument’ is a source of historical-
cultural information, the author noted that this
relates to a society’s approach towards the historical-
cultural object: Would it not be correct to search for
a definition of the monument phenomenon in the
historical-cultural value of an object that makes it
a monument?

Only the historical-cultural objects that are
recognised by the society gain the status of a
monument and either the play the role of monuments
or fulfil the functions of monuments. Proceeding from
this assumption, Dyachkov gives his own definition
of a monument of history and culture: 4 monument
of history and culture is a function of the elements
of the objective world of culture selected for its
transfer of cultural and technological traditions of
public interest and significance from the past into
the future (Dyachkov, 1987:43).

This definition highlights the feature of
monuments of history and culture that creates a
relationship between the past and the future and hints
at their informational, semiotic and communicative

aspects. These definitions, based purely on the
principles of monument studies, clarify the social
significance of monuments of history and culture.
Monument studies is a discipline dedicated to
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knowledge of monuments of history and culture.
This discipline studies those monuments as a special
kind of cultural-historical and natural heritage. The
main criterion for bestowing the status of monument
of history and culture is for the object to be of
special value. This implies the need to consider the
comparative correlation of cultural heritage and
monument of history and culture. The interpretation
and analysis of these phenomena are of objective
significance in the development of conceptions
of ‘monument’. Researcher I.E.Martinenko also
believes that it is vital to analyse ‘monument’ within
the correlation of cultural heritage and cultural
values (Martinenko, 2005¢:13). These phenomena
although they are from the same source and bear
relative features, nevertheless are not identical
in essence. It is absolutely crucial to research the
relation between these phenomena. In his research
in, The Status of Monuments of History and Culture
in Modern Russia, B. Shukhobodsky proposes that

heritage, cultural value and monument have acquired
their hierarchic status as a result of differential
transformation (Shukhobodsky, 2012:12). He
says that cultural heritage occupies the primary
level in this hierarchic system. We support this
thesis because cultural heritage is an aggregate
of wider scope than monument of history and
culture. It is important to keep in mind that cultural
heritage itself (or cultural-historical heritage)
derives from the general heritage. Heritage is
broader in meaning and is the vast total of the
culture acquired through inheritance and passed
down the generations. Heritage is defined in the
following manner in the Dictionary of Key Terms
of Museology: Heritage should be understood as
all tangible and intangible objects and groups of
objects that are known as historical memory and
proof according to its value and which can be
preserved and collected (Key Terms of Museum
Studies, 2010b).

The charts reflecting the structural classification
of cultural heritage allow us to imagine that cultural
heritage is a phenomenon of colourfully diverse
composition. This composition also indicates that
cultural heritage has dichotomic qualities: tangible,
movable and immovable and intangible. This, in
turn, questions the scientific-methodological, even
the practical essence, of the thesis of the majority
of monumentalists (P.Boyarsky, A.Dyachkov,
A.Kulemzin, A.Griffen) on the transformation of
only tangible and immovable values into the status
of monument of history and culture. If the basis for
bestowing the status of a monument of history and
culture is heritage (cultural-historical, natural), then
it would be objective to include not only tangible
and immovable values, but also intangible and
movable heritage. Thus there is no scientific falsity
in recognising any component of heritage (cultural,
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natural) with rich potential as having the status of
monument of history and culture. As monument
studies selects historical and cultural monuments
of all categories (tangible and intangible, movable
and immovable) as objects of research, it might
provide for its future development as a fundamental
scientific discipline. The object’s value potential
rather than any dichotomous feature should be the
main criteria for the status of historical and cultural
monument. This argument is held unanimously in
the theses of all researchers who study the status
context of a monument. All researchers study
the phenomenon in the context of historical and
cultural importance. No object can be transformed
into a monument of history and culture if its value
has not been decided. In museum studies, in which
thehistorical and cultural monument is the object of
research, museality is accepted as an equivalent of an
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object’s value potential. The museality of an object
is defined according to the object’s value potential.
Museality is a term that has recently entered modern
museum terminology. Czech museologist Zbynek
Stransky’s concept of the development of a museum
approach towards events has been greatly influential
in propelling this term into scientific circulation.
Stransky’s concept was expressed in his research
paper “The Nature of Museology”, published in
Brno in 1974. Criteria such as semantic, axiologiness
and informativeness are of great significance in the
origins of a museal approach to the environment. The
Czech museologist sees the properties of tangible and
intangible objects in an environment that can create
“museum interest” in people as the first phase of
the “museum approach”. Museum demand, museum
interest, museum value — all are primary elements of
the museum approach. This author defined for the
first time the morphology of museality, which now
circulates in theoretical museology, based on such
fundamental terms as museum demand and museum
value. Zbynek Stransky based his considerations
on an understanding of the value an object carries
in selecting and documenting museum-significant
events and processes (Stransky, 1981). Thus the
research included the term museum into museal
space context and prefers “a museum without walls”
to “museum institute”. This idea is the essence of
the concept ‘Imaginary Museum’ formed by Andre
Malraux, French Minister of Culture of France.
Malraux regards the imaginary museum as the
last phase of the metamorphosis created by the ‘real’
museum (Kalugina, 1987:159). He stressed that
technological capacity, for example photography,

is a great tool in creating this boundlessness. A
photographic reflection of a piece of art inside or
outside a museum, he said, or a film made by a great
actor, or the recorded voice of a singer, are also
examples of an “imaginary museum”. Thus Andre
Malraux too replaced the traditional (in our world
it may even be called a stereotype!) opinion to keep
museality within the borders of museums with a
new post-modernist metamorphosis.

Conclusion

This concept and its idea of a “museum without
walls” is of decisive significance in placing the
monument of history and culture, the object of the
present paper, as a museal phenomenon and in
taking a broad perception of its scope. It means that
any object (tangible or intangible) may logically
and imminently be transformed into a monument
of history and culture on condition that it possesses
the value potential deemed necessary for this status.
The fact that the value potential of the object is the
essence of an approach to the “history of history
and culture”, the main object of research in both
monument studies and museology, in evaluating
status is thus proved. “Value potential” is the fact
that an object simultaneously manifests several value
criteria. Thus the analysis proves that a monument
of history and culture is a specialised category.
The main factor that accords such specialisation
is the level of value potential possessed by the
cultural heritage object of that status. This is the
main argument of those who present a monument of
history and culture as a legal status.

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Cultural contexts of Kazakh traditional music

The article Kreveals the features of the geographical location of Kazakhstan as the middle territory
between Asia and Europe (East and West). At the same time, due to climatic conditions, this territory
(zone of the Great Steppe) was the «cradle» of nomadic culture and civilization, the whole history of
which is represented as a history of coexistence and harmonious interrelationship between man and
nature. The article notes the spatial and chronological continuity of the material and spiritual culture
of nomads (S.Akataev), its internal integrity and syncretic unity. According to the author, syncretism in
music is related to the fact that both folklore and the musical and poetic art of the Kazakhs are connected
with ancient beliefs (totemism, shamanism, the cult of ancestors as components of Tengrism) and ritual
and magical rituals. In the article, the author, based on the works of the famous scientist E.Tursynov,
specifies the functioning and the most important role in the spiritual life of society of such carriers of
musical culture as bacsy (shamans), akyns, zhyrau, sal, seri, kuishi. It is also stated that the connection
of folklore and oral-professional music of Kazakhs with the Tengrian calendar (mushel), derived in the
Kazakh musicology by A. Mukhambetova, made it possible to identify the ethnocultural basis of Kazakh
music and its systemic classification structure.

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THE PROBLEM OF STUDENT MIGRATION
IN THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

The social and demographic situation is significantly influenced by migration processes, i.e. the
decline and influx of population. If the number declining population will significantly prevail over the
number of arrivals of the population can cause problems such as a decline in the birth rate and reduce
the number of young population, i.e. will the aging population and the decline of the species and will
experience a loss of future specialists with high intellectual and creative abilities (loss of economically
active population). Also, most information resources highlight such negative consequences of student
migration processes as the growth of illegal migration (migrants have a low standard of living and social
conditions); the growth of social tension (between immigrants and society) due to national, cultural,
religious and other differences in the new country; problems with employment in the new place. Young
people, students and graduates are an intellectual potential and an important component in the develop-
ment of society, a special group with a good level of mobility, intellectual activity and health, which give
them an advantage over other categories of the population, represent the economic and demographic
potential of the country, so the migration losses of students are undesirable in the country. Higher educa-
tion in Kazakhstan has improved significantly in recent years. The government of Kazakhstan is making
every effort to improve the higher education system, focusing on research, innovation and science. The
Ministry of education has a special program at the invitation of foreign professors in Kazakhstan universi-
ties. When the quality of higher education in Kazakhstan becomes more competitive in the world, why
do Kazakh students still want to study abroad? The article is written in the framework of the scientific
project of the Ministry of education and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan “Educational migration
from Kazakhstan: factors, trends and social and political consequences”.

Introduction

Migration or movement of people from one re-
gion to another has been going on for centuries. At
the same time, educational migration is a relatively
new form of migration, rooted in the times when
the countries of Asia and Africa were under colo-
nial domination. A limited number of young people
were selected to study at universities in the cities of
the Empire, with the aim of their further work in the
administrative centers of the colonies. According to
Goodwin, foreign education at that time played the
dual role of «good governance and social control»
(Shahana, Rupa, 2012: 7).

An integral part of the global processes taking
place simultaneously with the transition to the infor-
mation society is the movement of intellectual re-
sources: information, scientific ideas, technologies
and qualified personnel. Educational migration is

the resettlement of people for the purpose of educa-
tion at different levels and for different periods of
time. It can be said that one of the components of
educational migration is the flow of studying mi-
grants, oriented to get education in foreign educa-
tional institutions.

One of the most important types of migration
mobility is international educational migration,
which is the movement of people between countries
for the purpose of education at different levels and
for different periods. «In the international practice
of migration registration, the movement of students
and trainees is singled out as an independent cat-
egory, since this migration performs a clearly de-
fined social function associated with the interna-
tionalization of education and the development of
highly professional resources, which actually repre-
sent the intellectual global capital of society» (Ry-
azancev, 2010). This type of migration includes the
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movement of students of different levels of training:
schoolchildren, students of secondary special and
higher educational institutions, graduate students,
doctoral students, trainees, specialists who improve
their skills in various educational institutions, struc-
tures and companies. According to «migration: dic-
tionary of basic terms» (Yudina, 2007: 241) these
risks «lie in the fact that those who leave their coun-
tries are often the most capable and talented, which
reduces the country’s potential for long-term eco-
nomic growth. For countries that have lost a signifi-
cant proportion of their skilled labour, this process
could lead to lower returns on capital. Local firms
investing in training will also find it difficult to com-
pensate for their investment if these skilled workers
leave the country on a regular basis. The emigration
of highly skilled professionals, especially when it
becomes cumulative, can make it much more dif-
ficult to create the critical mass of scientific and
technological knowledge and experience needed to
develop new products or adapt imported produc-
tion technologies to local conditions. The history of
industrialization shows the importance of technical
training and capacity-building at the enterprise level
for the development of innovative processes and
productsy.

Migration processes in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan are developing under the influence of various
factors: social and economic, political, ethnic, envi-
ronmental and others.

Main part

In the era of globalization, higher education was
largely internationalized and developed on a mar-
ket basis. The rapid growth of international educa-
tion has led to an increase in the number of students
wishing to study abroad, often considering studying
abroad as a step towards permanent residence in the
country of study (Gribble, 2008: 25-39). As a cul-
tural and economic contribution of foreign students
to the host economy, leading international players
are making greater efforts to facilitate the entry and
integration of foreign students into the country.
Among the measures taken, even such significant as
amendments to migration legislation and changes in
visa policies and procedures.

According to E.E. Pis’mennaja, the purpose of
the movement of educational migrants at the inter-
national level is to obtain a high degree of education.
The number of educational migrants are primarily
schoolchildren, students of secondary special and
higher educational institutions, graduate students,
doctors, trainees, professors who improve their
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skills in different educational institutions, structures
and companies (Pis’mennaja, 10). Educational mi-
grants, in turn, are directed exclusively at certain
educational institutions. From this point of view, it
can be said that educational migration is one of the
components of educational migration.

Foreign students bring significant profits to the
national economies of the countries actively devel-
oping the education industry. In addition to finan-
cial benefits, education exporting countries receive
a number of benefits:

1) In order to ensure the continuity of education
for foreign students, universities in these countries
introduce the necessary training programs. They
also transfer the learning process to distance learn-
ing or open campuses in other countries.

2) It is the development of partnerships between
universities. At this stage of development, many
universities are developing a system of double di-
plomas.

3) This is a constant improvement of the scien-
tific base — otherwise not to attract young promising
scientists, namely in terms of the quality of research
is measured by the activities of universities in most
countries. World University rankings are also based
on these data.

4) For citizens of developing countries it is an
opportunity to acquire huge social capital, establish
good contacts and connections around the world, as
well as intercultural communication.

As you can see, the intensity of international
educational migration is due to quite objective rea-
sons, the impact of which is unlikely to weaken in
the near future. At the moment, the situation is esti-
mated as follows (Vyhovanec, 2011), the leader in
the world educational market (the capacity of which
is estimated at the WTO — 50-60 billion dollars) —
the United States, which controls almost a third of
the world financial educational turnover. According
to UNESCO [UNESCO 2018], in 2013 about half of
the total number of international students came from
only the top six countries: USA (19%), UK (10%),
Australia (6%), France (6%), Germany (6%), Rus-
sian Federation (3%). It is necessary to take into ac-
count not only the total number of foreign students,
but also their share in relation to the total number
of students. Thus, in Russia this figure in 2013 was
3.6%, in 2014 — 4.3%, in 2015 — 6% (Komrakov,
2016), while, for example, In Switzerland, the share
of foreign students in 2011 was 38%. In addition,
according to experts (Aref’ev, 2012), the increase
in the share of foreign students in Russian universi-
ties is due, among other things, to the reduction in
the number of Russian students. In addition, experts

note [UNESCO 2018] that the «<newcomers» — Chi-
na, Malaysia, Singapore, Egypt, Saudi Arabia, the
United Arab Emirates — are beginning to compete
quite successfully with the leading countries in the
field of educational migration.

Worldwide, competition for international stu-
dents is projected to increase, and many countries
see them as the most desirable category of mi-
grants. The world market of educational services
is estimated at 50-60 billion dollars. Economically
developed countries (e.g. USA, Switzerland, UK,
Germany, France, etc.) Actively attract students.
In particular, the us state Department has been al-
locating significant funds for the implementation of
foreign programs to develop student exchange and
attract foreign students and teachers for training and
internships in the United States for several years.
Currently, the competition of education exporting
countries is reaching a new level, new players are
emerging, and in the next decade the redistribution
of education in the world is quite likely. By 2025,
the total number of students in the world will in-
crease from the current 97 million to 260 million.
According to UNESCO, by that time there will be
5-7 million foreign students, two-thirds of them will
be from Asia. Leadership in the supply of students
will be for India and China, so the fight will unfold
for these regions (Ryazancev, 2010).

At present, most developed countries are fac-
ing a shortage of highly skilled labour in the labour
market. According to existing estimates, at the turn
of XX-XXI centuries. The lack of specialists in the
field of information technology in the US amounted
to about 850 thousand people, in Europe-2 million
people. As practice shows, only at the expense of
internal reserves (in particular, the development of
relevant areas in the field of education and retrain-
ing) the problem of meeting the high demand for
specialists can not be solved. Modern systems of
public education are inertial, they do not have time
to respond immediately to the ever-changing needs
of the labor market.

In this regard, the competition for attracting
certain categories of specialists and students is in-
creasing in the world. The international migration of
skilled workers to developed countries is linked to
the real benefits of spreading knowledge and human
resource demand in the fast-growing advanced sec-
tors of the economy. What unites developed coun-
tries today is the high demand for specialists in the
field of information technologies, space and aviation
technologies, health care, education, etc. The gov-
ernments of a number of countries (Australia, Cana-
da, the USA, great Britain) in order to attract skilled

labor began to actively stimulate temporary migra-
tion of both existing professionals and students.

One of the modern trends of international migra-
tion processes is academic mobility. First of all, it is
a kind of intellectual migration. Academic migration
is the movement of students and teachers of higher
education institutions for a certain period of time to
another educational or scientific institution within or
outside their country for the purpose of education or
teaching [International Migration Journal]. This va-
riety involves educational and scientific migration.
International educational migrants include school-
children, students, post-graduate students, doctors
and others who study in higher education institu-
tions for the purpose of education and professional
development. This Diaspora consists of potential
scientists. In this case, scientific migration involves
the migration of already established scientists. Edu-
cational migration also involves educational migra-
tion, so it includes the movement of students who
are studying abroad in their homeland for more than
12 months [Compass]. Educational migration thus
excludes the possibility of internships, additional
courses and other types of short-term training.

In General, during the movement of academic
migrants in the world, five main systems of aca-
demic mobility were formed [A phenomenological
study of academic migrants adjusting to working
and living in Scotland]:

1. North American system. This system is the
most significant and accepts the largest number of
academic migrants. By the number of academic mi-
grants from the Caribbean region occupy the first
place, Asian — the second.

2. The system of Europe. This system was
formed in the second half of the XX century. Most
academic migrants come from the Middle East,
Russia, the former Soviet Union, Africa and Asia.

3. The system of the Persian Gulf. It was formed
in the 70 — ies of XX century. At the same time,
about 80% of academic migrants are Asians.

4. The Asia-Pacific system has several centres.
To date, Austria, Japan, East Asia and South-East
Asia are among them, which are the four centers
receiving academic migrants. In this system, aca-
demic migrants from Asia make up 80%, followed
by academic migrants from America and Oceania.

5. In the southern part of Latin America — Ar-
gentina, Brazil, Uruguay, which are the oldest im-
porting countries.

Since the first years of independence of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan, the regulation of migration
processes has been and remains one of the most
important directions of state policy and during this
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time Kazakhstan has become an active participant in
the world migration processes.

In the last two decades, Kazakhstan has
intensified international cooperation in the field
of higher education. Integration of the country’s
higher education system into the world educational
space is one of the long-term strategic priorities
of the Republic. A significant number of bilateral
intergovernmental agreements on cooperation with
universities of foreign countries have been signed,
the number of direct agreements with foreign
universities has increased significantly.

Various programs of the European Union
aimed at the development of mobility, for example,
Erasmus, SOCRATES, Tempus, as well as projects
initiated by national organizations of the member
States of the Organization for economic cooperation
and development (British Council, DAAD, CIBA,
EduFrance and others), largely develop the processes
of internationalization of Kazakhstan’s higher
education system. Within the second consortium of
Erasmus Mundus scholarships, Kazakhstan has been
awarded more than 20 scholarships. Universities
are implementing more than 80 memorandums
of cooperation on the implementation of joint
educational programs with foreign universities in
the UK, Spain, Germany, Czech Republic, USA,
Canada, Russia, etc.

Outward mobility scholarships have played
an important role in the Republic of Kazakhstan’s
development since shortly after its founding in 1991.
Bolashak, its first and best-known programme, was
founded in 1993 (Bolashak, 1993), a time when the
nation’s HEIs were outmoded, under-resourced and
lacked many specialized programmes.

International scholarship of the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan «Bolashak» provides
an opportunity for gifted young Kazakhstanis to
get education in the best universities. About 3,000
students are being trained in 27 countries. All this
helps to strengthen the internationalization of
Kazakhstan’shighereducation, improvethe quality
of educational programs and research. After the
country’s accession to the Bologna process, the
mobility of students and teachers in Kazakhstan’s
universities has gained a clearer framework. In
2011, as part of the academic mobility of students
participated 350 undergraduates who went to 97
foreign universities, while 131 people went to
European universities. In 2012, the number of
people who went on academic mobility was 662
and 454 employees of universities. This figure
is significant for the country that signed the
Bologna Declaration only in 2010. The center
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of the Bologna process conducted a survey of
students, undergraduates and doctoral students
who participated in academic mobility programs
in foreign universities. In their comments on
the training programmes, 78 per cent of the
respondents unanimously noted the positive
dynamics in the results of learning and improving
the level of language training. Among the factors
hindering the increase in mobility, respondents
point to financial limitations, bureaucratic red
tape and low level of language proficiency.

Still operational, Bolashak today has more
than 12 898 alumni and has played an important
role in helping the country establish connections
abroad and develop skills and expertise in key
areas. (History of the Program, 2019) A newer
tertiary student scholarship was established in 2011
to help Kazakhstan comply with tertiary mobility
and quality standards associated with the Bologna
accord.

Together, these programmes provide an
important boost to the country as it works to
improve its educational, industrial, civic and health
infrastructure. Their design and scope also serve
to illustrate the country’s shifting national needs
and priorities. Established via by executive order,
Bolashak’s original goal was to ‘train specialists
in key areas to help the country build international
relations and transform to a market economy (JSC,
2019)’. At its start, the programme funded up to
100 awards each year, supported master’s-level
study in the social sciences, humanities, medicine
and engineering, and sent recipients to universities
in France, Germany, the United Kingdom and the
United States. As the programme matured, its focus
evolved with the country’s shifting socio-economic
needs. In 1997, responding to a new national plan
for economic development, greater emphasis was
placed on science and technology training and
the pool of host countries was expanded. In 2000,
doctoral scholarships were added and the foreign
language requirement was reduced to encourage
additional applications in the engineering, science
and technology fields.

In 2005, undergraduate scholarships were
added, additional technical fields were selected
as priorities and the number of scholarships was
significantly expanded, a change made possible due
to burgeoning natural resource exports. Six years
later, the undergraduate awards were eliminated
to direct more funding to graduate-level grants in
government administration, industrial development,
education, healthcare, engineering and management.
The programme also added funding for professionals
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to go abroad for non-degree training in the same
fields (see table 1).

Kazakhstan became a Bologna Process
signatory in 2010. In an effort to comply with
Bologna standards, a number of new tertiary
initiatives followed, among them a plan to
significantly increase tertiary-level student and
faculty mobility. In 2011, an Academic Mobility
78 scholarship was created with the goal of sending
300 students abroad each year to earn credit
towards their master’s degrees.

Academic Mobility scholarships support study
in all fields, but are open only to students enrolled
at Kazakhstan’s state and national universities.
Unlike Bolashak, award winners are limited to
studying at institutions with which their university
has a standing mobility agreement. To date, this
has resulted in most scholarship recipients going
to universities in former Soviet Union understand
must change in the future in order to comply with
Bologna requirements related to mobility within the
European Higher Education Area.

report, Academic Mobility Strategy in Kazakhstan
for 20122020, includes a number of specific goals
and benchmarks, among them that 20 per cent of all
university students will be mobile by 2020 (Order
of the MES RK: 2008). Additional goals outlined
in the plan include improving conditions for hosting
international scholars and students at Kazakhstan’s
universities;  improving language education
programmes, especially those in English; and
expanding relationships with overseas universities
and organizations (see table 2).

If we consider the student migration of Kazakh
youth, according to the latest data of UNESCO
[Global Flow of Tertiary-Level], the main
regions where Kazakh students study are: Russia,
Kyrgyzstan, Turkey, USA, UK, Czech Republic and
Malaysia (Fig. 1).

The Ministry of Education of Science of RK
funds the programme and determines the number
of scholarships to award to each university. Some
US$200 million was earmarked for scholarships
in the programme’s first year. Scholarship funds
cover travel, living and insurance costs. Partner
universities agree to waive tuition costs and
provide accommodation. Currently, universities are
responsible for administering the programme.

In adopting the Bologna standards, Kazakhstan
is obliged to place greater focus on tertiary quality,
mobility and outcome assessment. An MES policy

1. quality education;

2. great value of European and American diploma;

3. the presence of additional career prospects;

4. the opportunity to study one or more foreign
languages;

5. thepossibility of intercultural communication;

6. the opportunity to travel and explore the world.

In 2018, the analyst Darkhan Zhumashev
commissioned by the Ministry of national economy
of the Republic of Kazakhstan [Zhumashev. D.:
2018] conducted a study of migration flows for
2015-2017.

According to reports, more people leave the
country than arrive. Thus, emigration to Russia for the

and 30-34 years (young families with children).

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As can be seen, the dropout of potential students
aged 16-20 years is 1.5 times less than children
1-5 years, and 2.5 times less than adults aged 30-
34 years. This is the largest outflow of citizens of
Kazakhstan over the past three years is not related

In his opinion, the analysis of external migration
flows over the past three years allows us to draw
conclusions about the following main trends:

1. The vast majority of citizens leaving the
country do not go abroad for the sake of education,
but for permanent residence in foreign countries
with their families and children. Of these, about
90% are reunited with their historical homeland.

2. The second most important reason for the
emigration of Kazakhstan is the opportunity to find
work in active years, about 30-34 years.

3. The negative balance of external migration
from 2012 to 2017 amounted to an average of 10
thousand people in five years. This does not lead to a
decrease in the population due to its natural growth.
During the same period, the average annual growth
was 259 thousand people.

If we consider educational migration to
Kazakhstan, according to the data of JSC «Center
for international programs», about 14 thousand
foreign students study in Kazakhstan in 2018.

According to UNESCO [Global Flow of Tertiary-
Level Students], students from Uzbekistan, India,

Turkmenistan, China, Kyrgyzstan and Afghanistan
come to Kazakhstan for higher education (Fig.4)

According to the official data for 2018 of the
UNESCO Institute for statistics [UNESCO 2018]
from 2012 to 2018, the emigration of foreign
students to Kazakhstan, in the period 2015 to 2018,
you can see an increase in the number of foreign
students entering Kazakh universities (Fig.5).

Kazakhstan plans to create an educational
center in Central Asia. The Republic is expanding
cooperation in the field of education with
leading foreign universities. In 2017, the days
of Kazakhstan’s education were held in seven
countries. Presentation of Kazakh universities
and developments in the field of education took
place in a joint University in Beijing [Days of
Kazakhstani education in China]. The presentation
of the 20 universities of Kazakhstan took place in
major cities in China. These presentations gave the
opportunity to introduce young people of China in
the field of education to attract students and to enter
into new agreements (Xiaoyin, Liu; Abzhapparova,
2019:169).

Despite the fact that Kazakhstan is actively
developing national higher education, many young
people prefer to get higher education abroad.

Introduction

Kazakhstan’s accession to independence marked
the beginning of a number of processes that continue
to develop.

Laws of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan on the Protection and Use of Historical and
Cultural Heritage Objects, on the National Archives,
have been adopted and are in force.

The previous year, in January 1990, the spir-
itual administration of the Muslims of Kazakhstan
had been created. After the establishment of spiri-
tual administration in Kazakhstan in accordance
with a program specifically designed for the revival
of Islam, the return of mosques to believers, their
restoration and the construction of new mosques be-
gan. Currently, there are more than 1700.

Places of worship are common throughout the
world. They are from ancient times and have sur-
vived to this day. Places of worship have a number
of functions because of which the believing part of
the population is consciously grouped in the terri-
tories surrounding religious objects. In the distant
past, the most important was the landscape object
(valley, mountain, lake, etc.), with signs of the pres-
ence of superior forces, to which peoples living on
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a territory assembled to perform public rituals and
individual. Man-made places of worship, such as
temples, chapels, stupas, etc., created by people,
as well as natural places of worship, were later en-
dowed with similar properties.

Also, the religious renaissance, which began
since the time of «perestroikay, has played an im-
portant role in the lives of the peoples of the post-
Soviet states. In recent years the influence of Islam
in Kazakhstan, as in other Central Asian countries,
has increased considerably. The formation of Ka-
zakhstan as a sovereign state inevitably led to the in-
tensification of propaganda of the religion of Islam,
as well as the infiltration of various religious move-
ments and ideas foreign to our state. Islam in Ka-
zakhstan, as in other countries of Central Asia, has
its own characteristics, generated both by the speci-
ficities of Islam as a whole and exclusively by lo-
cal realities: ethnic (folk) culture, beliefs traditional
religious, social and legal institutions. Religious life
in Kazakhstan, as in other Central Asian republics,
has evolved over the centuries in certain historical,
economic and political conditions. Throughout its
history, Islam seeks to supplant elements of ideo-
logical traditions and pre-Islamic rites, but it has
coexisted for many centuries with many peoples,
with varying degrees of interaction with local be-
liefs and cults. The spread of Islamic ideas in Ka-
zakhstan has contributed to Sufi brotherhoods. The
trade routes of the Silk Road were used not only for
trade, but also served to propagate Islam by the Su-
fis. In Central Asia, one of the first representatives of
the mystical trend of Islam was in Balkh (northern
Afghanistan), the faithful of Ibrahim ibn Adham,
the first representative of mysticism in Balkh, be-
gan disseminate their religious beliefs in Turkestan
(the city of Kazakhstan) Sufism is attracting more
and more attention from researchers and the general
public.It is difficult to give an adequate explanation
of this phenomenon, because in science it is There
is still no consensus on such a ramified and mysti-
cally religious worldview Sufism history and phi-
losophy is quite extensive, and most of the works
are publications and studies on the written monu-
ments of Sufism. , personal biographies of person-
alities, analyzes of the spiritual and ritual practice
of Sufi communities in various parts of the world,
summarizing the research, there is Arab Sufism and
Eastern Sufism (Persian-Indian). Arab Sufism seeks
to reconcile the Koran with mysticism. Eastern Su-
fism has become widespread in Central Asia. Most
scientists in the West call Sufism mystical Islam,
emphasizing the sacrament of rituals. This undeni-
ably distorts the true nature of Sufism. Meanwhile,
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the whole mystery of Sufism lies in Sufis preferring
to speak in esoteric language, related to the spiritual
and supernatural form of understanding essence.
Many customs and ideas resulting from the interac-
tion of Islam with local traditions receive a new un-
derstanding and a completely different meaning. In
this respect, the importance of Sufism lies in the fact
that it has adapted Islam to local conditions. It has
become an important element that has been shown to
be capable of giving a new «Islamized» interpreta-
tion, for example the cult of the saints. Which in turn
led to the formation of an unofficial clergy (Khoja,
Ishan, Dervishes, cult of saints, etc.). With the cult
of the healthy there is also Cult of Heaven (Tengri),
Earth-Water (Jer -Su), female deity (Umai). The cult
of purification of water, the sacred mountains, the
belief in magic. «Since ancient times, ancestor wor-
ship has appeared among Turkic peoples. In the my-
thology of the peoples of Central Asia and Kazakh-
stan, the spirit of the ancestors preserves the living
parents. In the past, if a person insulted graves, the
death penalty was imposed or enforced. Persistent
faith in the spirits of ancestors has gradually merged
with Muslim rites. Therefore, even today, a particu-
lar respect for the memory and the burials of the an-
cestors is characteristic of the peoples of the region.
«(The Central Asia region). Recently, worship of
the saints, worship of the spirit of the ancestors, a
trip to the places of their burial has become a com-
mon concept not only for Kazakhstan, but also for
other neighboring countries.

Current research

Current research is the study of the history and
culture of this territory is impossible without the
study of its particular architectural monuments. It
should be noted that the western Kazakhstan com-
prises the following regions: Western Kazakhstan,
Atyrau, Mangystau and Aktobe. The region is lo-
cated in the extreme west and southwest of the Re-
public. It is vast territory extends 1,200 km from
North to South and 1,300 km from West to East.
The Caspian sea plays the most important role in the
region. This region has been producing oil for 100
years over. Atyrau is the Centre for the extraction
and preservation of caviar. The Great Silk Road has
crossed from the territories of Mangystau , now it is
an interesting tourist route. The presence of attrac-
tive landscapes in connection with the diversity of
the fauna of the reserve of Ustyurt, unique monu-
ments of nature and many historical and cultural
monuments that abound, the most significant places
of the Caspian coast are of considerable interest to a
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tourist. One of the most attractive tourist itineraries
of Mangystau oblast is a trip along the Great Silk
Road which, in ancient times, crossed the whole ter-
ritory of Mangystau, from south to North and further
to north-west, through the Ustyurt plateau, there are
caravan-sarai, small colonies: Sartash, Alta, Ketyk.
The legendary sacred mountain of Sherkala, and
not far from it, the ruins of the fortress of the son
of Genghis Khan Juchi. These regions are home to
many historical and architectural monuments: the
underground mosques of Beket-Ata, Shakpak-Ata
and many others carved out of the rock, the memo-
rial complex Eset-Batyr.

The object of study

The research focuses on the sacred places of
worship (western Kazakhstan) of religious systems,
their origin, temporal transformation and social
significance. In recent years, much has been said
about the formation of a new ecological conscious-
ness, the ecological ethic of «respect for life» (A.
Schweitzer). The search for material, financial and
organizational routes is accompanied by a growing
interest in the ecological experience of the past, of
the ideas, especially religious, of past and present
civilizations, especially in the East, where the re-
lationship between nature and man was based on a
fundamentally different basis than that of Western
countries. One of the recognized authorities in the
field of monumental studies that distinguished this
scientific direction is Ye. Azhigali, the main expert
of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of Ethnol-
ogy and ethno-archaeology, head of the academic
department of Ethnology and anthropology and the
Institute of history and Ethnology Ch.Valikhanov,
and the corresponding member of the International
Academy of architecture of the Eastern countries.
In his work «Complexes of Necropolis and wor-
ship», S. Ye. Azhigali is interested in the terminol-
ogy used in the study and analysis of historical and
religious complexes. The author presents his point
of view on the definitions of the necropolis («ko-
rymy), cemeteries («Beiit»), «aulie» («holy placey,
«place of worship»)by accompanying with the most
vivid and revealing examples, separately he identi-
fies rare and particular cult complexes that form at
an advanced stage in the northwest part of Ustyurt.
Azhigali S. Ye. (Almaty: 2002) [nomadic Archi-
tecture-a phenomenon of the history and culture of
Eurasia monuments of the Aral-Caspian region].
Another important condition for the formation of a
distinctive memorial and a tradition of worship in
the Aral-Caspian Sea was, according to the author,

the ethnic and ethno-political history of the region.
Recalling that the settlement of this territory dates
back to a very ancient time, he gives a brief over-
view of the evolution of these places until the de-
finitive settlement by the Kazakhs in the 18th-early
20th century.S. Ye. Azhigali identifies the groups of
local monuments by geographical factor. With the
geography of monuments, it connects their topog-
raphy. It distinguishes in particular two groups of
Manguystau and Ustyurt complexes: 1). Formed in
areas with difficult terrain, where the landscape has
become an integral part of these complexes; their
formation is often associated with the activities of
the Muslim preachers, the Sufis.2) appeared in areas
with calm relief (in the expanses, on the plateau, at
the wells); in the groups dominated by the mausole-
um of the Muslim cult, S.Ye. Azhigali notes a char-
acteristic such as the adaptation of these structures
and their functionality to the places of ancient cults,
natural monuments of this particular terrain. The
researcher points out the great Islamization of me-
dieval Mangyshlak compared to other nomadic re-
gions of Kazakhstan and draws attention to features
such as mosques being confined to large tribal and
Inter-Tribal necropolis — places of constant passage
of the pastoral population. The researcher points
out the great Islamization of medieval Mangyshlak
compared to other nomadic regions if Kazakhstan
and attracts attention to such features as mosques are
confined to large tribal and intertribal necropolises
places of the constant passage of the pastoral popu-
lation. The researcher identifies three main groups
of mosques: the rocky subsoil, the soil or «steppe»
(simple) and earth wall(«architecturaly.)

The degree of elaboration of the subject and
sources of research

Places of worship as the subject of philosophi-
cal and environmental analysis are an undeveloped
theme. Places of worship in Central Asia (includ-
ing western Kazakhstan) have also not been the
subject of extensive scientific research. In the Tsar-
ists era, the administration of the Turkestan region
did not attach importance to the issue under discus-
sion. Interest in places of worship became apparent
when they became sources of anti-Russian and an-
ti-government propaganda. In the Soviet era, when
the possibility of propaganda was limited, places
of worship did not attract much interest. They have
been considered as an insignificant fact of tradi-
tional religious culture, as evidenced by the practi-
cal absence of specifically published works on the
subject.
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The sources of the Muslim period practically
contain no long descriptions of places of worship.
Some information may be collected from medieval
geographical reference books and biographies of re-
ligious and secular personalities. Among the authors:
Ibn Khaukal (XB), Jamal Al-Din Qarshi (13"centu-
ry), Zahir Al-Din Muhammad Babur (XVb.), Mu-
hammad-Hakim Khan-Tura (19"century) and others
also had mentioned in the notes of the Russian mili-
tary on Kokand Khanate, including Philip Efremov
(18" century) and Philip Nazarov (19" century.)

The direction in the science of history appeared
in the 30s of the 20" century,and the study of «The
Places of Memories» began with Pierre Nora. In ad-
dition, «Dynamics of the Sacred Groves» came into
view in the 60s to 80s of the 20" century, and pri-
marily associated with the names of the anthropolo-
gist Georges Balandier.

Among the contemporary foreign works, we can
mention works of A. Bennigsen and SE Vimbusha
(1985) «Mystics and Commissars: Sufism in the So-
viet Union» which presents an overview of the holy
places of Central Asia from atheistic publications
of Soviet. This work reflects the range of Western
scholars’ views in the religious situation that devel-
oped in the Soviet East. In the Soviet era, the writ-
ings of the ethnographer V. N. Basilov mentioned
places of worship in Central Asia as a part of the
study of the cult of Muslim saints. Dr. Abramzon
has published documents on several places of wor-
ship in Ferghana. RL Rududova considered religious
objects as a source of history of irrigated agriculture.

The main objective of this research is to iden-
tify the historical, spiritual, environmental and so-
cial significance of sacred places of worship. This
involves the resolution of several tasks: a study of
historical significance for a certain region (for ex-
ample, western Kazakhstan) of religious systems
and associated forms of the religious and ecological
worldview; analysis of the characteristics of sacred
places of worship, prompting their belonging to a
particular religious system; establish a connection
between sacred places of worship and traditional
types of housekeeping.

Topography and heritage architecture

There are burials of 362 spiritual farsighted
fathers in the ancient Mangystau. Many places
on the peninsula are considered as sacred. In
the Muslim world, hundreds of pilgrims were
delivered to Mangystau which is awarded by one
of the summits. There are more than ten thousand
architectural monuments in the ancient necropolis,
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like coitas, kulpytas, sarcophagi, sagana-tama,
mausoleums and others. The monuments furnished
with national ornaments in shades of gray and blue,
which symbolize the purity of life, the beauty of the
man. The most interesting necropolises are Beket-
ata, Shopan-ata, Shakpak-ata, Seysem-ata, Masat-
ata, Karaman-ata, Koshkar-ata, Sultan-epe, Hanga-
baba, Kenty-baba, Ushtam, Akshora and many
others. Legend says that Shopan —ata found his
mentor, Yassavi and built a mosque on this site. And
a tree planted near to the person, it is still growing,
it is over 800 years old. Shopan-ata necropolis is
located on the road to Beket-ata, in the town of
Oglandy.

Memories of Bronislav Zalessky (1865)

«Khanga Baba.» This is the name of the gorge
which is located 30 kilometres from Fort Novope-
trov. This gorge is separated by growing mulberry
trees. However, several trunks, withered but large
indicate to that the groves can be grown there. Also
besides these ancient trees are the ruins of the house
of Khanga Baba, a man who is respected by Turk-
mens as a saint. The whole track is called after his
name. The house is built out of stone. It has a doz-
en small rooms. The largest room in the center is
placed on pillars and has the shape of a circle; niches
are arranged in its walls. Apparently, there was once
a school and perhaps, the chapel. The leaflet is also
considered as sacred. Camel heads and six corners
of the ruins impaled on them are proof of this. It is
possible that the saint himself planted these trees.
There are traces of cultivated land around the house.
Supposedly, this person was trying to engage in
agriculture. Clearly, he dug many wells in the sur-
rounding canyons. Such a blessing made in a desert
without water is already enough to win favour of the
descendants. There are many graves in the valley.
Presumably, the Kazakhs, following the customs of
their ancestors, buried a dead person in the vicinity
of the saint’s home. Khanga-Baba was one of the
representatives of this country which constituted
their customary law applied in the steppe for a long
time. There are no exact data about this subject. The
necropolis and underground mosque Shopan-ata, lo-
cated on the old caravan road connecting Mangysh-
lak (Mangystau) in Khoresm, 60 kilometres from
the Zhana-Ozen, represents the largest and oldest
necropolis of Mangyshlak. There is an underground
mosque and the tomb of Shopan-ata in the south-
west part like the most ancient funerary monuments,
probably built by the Oguz-Kipchak tribes, who
lived there periodically throughout the 10" and 13™
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centuries. It was built to transform it into a religious
center of the district, as evidenced by the devel-
oped components of premises. There is a room in
the north-east corner, and according to legend, it is
the tomb of his daughter. For centuries, the under-
ground complex has been a place of pilgrimage for
the nomads of Mangyshlak. There is no reliable his-
torical information about the exact date. The name
of Shopan-ata was not found in well-known written
sources. But among the local population, there is a
widespread tradition that Shopan-ata was a pupil of
the famous Khoja Ahmet Yassavi, founder of the
Sufi brotherhood Yassaviyya, who lived in the sec-
ond half of the 12" century. Once, after graduation
Khoja Ahmet gathered the disciples and told them
that they had to shoot arrows through the shanyrak
and where the arrows were flying, they had to preach
the ideas of Sufism. The arrow of Shopan-ata had
flown to Mangyshlak, fell on a small mountain, then
there was built an underground mosque. According
to another legend, a mulberry tree has sprouted the
arrow that continues to grow, on top of everything,
this tree is considered as «sacred» with healing

properties. And before going to Beket-ata necropo-
lis, you have to visit the Shopan-ata necropis.

Conclusion

To sum up, it is important to mention the history
of the geography of the sacred places is a significant
prism in the research on the historical and cultural
monuments of Kazakhstan. This involves analyzing
the most historic periods and completing the cur-
rent state of «monumental historiography.» With
regard to the antiquities of the vast steppe region,
which possesses a fundamental scientific and cogni-
tive value (especially, with respect to the inevitable
destruction), these have been very little in the re-
search of Kazakhstan. In this case, many valuable
sources of information which are mainly from the
pre-revolutionary period, are not used in scientific
research in the practice of cultural heritage devel-
opment. Thus, the commemorative cult buildings of
the Aral-Caspian region (western Kazakhstan) rep-
resent an interesting page in the steppes of Eurasia
and its heritage.

INTRODUCTION

Abu Nasr Muhammad b. Muhammad, better
known as al-Farabi (c.870 -c¢.950), was the most
authentic of the Arabic philosophers. The principal
sources of his philosophy are to be sought in the
Greek tradition, in the original writings of Plato and
Aristotle, in Neoplatonism and Aristotelianism of
Alexandria (Fakhry, 1965: 469-478; Gutas, 2009:
10; Reisman, 2005: 55; Vallat, 2004: 11-28). Most
significant is his turn towards the much undervalued
Middle Platonism (Mahdi, 1961: 3; Mahdi, 2001:2).
His main thesis consists in the preponderance of
philosophy over theology. Religion is used as a sub-
stitute for philosophy, as the complex and abstract
notions of the latter are difficult to grasp. Religion
attempts to express philosophical truths with the aid
of imagination. Along with the support of jurispru-
dence and politics, it has taken upon itself to guide
the ignorant, that is, the largest part of the popula-
tion, towards the attainment of happiness. Political
and social problems become overwhelming when
legislators are under the sway of religious beliefs
and do not realize the need to base their legislation
on philosophy, rather than religion. In this paper, I
attempt to present, analyze and evaluate the views
of al-Farabi on the interaction between religion and
politics.

Al-Farabi on Politics

Al-Farabi’s political philosophy is directly re-
lated to his metaphysics, which bears strong Neo-
platonic overtones, without, however, relying on the
intricate philosophy of Proclus or lamblichus (But-
terworth, 2014-15: 91-102; Druart, 2008: 215-232;
Walzer, 1967: 658). The hierarchical structure of the
virtuous city corresponds to the hierarchical struc-
ture of the divine. All beings ought to imitate the
First Cause, depending on their particular nature and
their position within this hierarchy. The layout of the
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virtuous state is in a similar vein: all its components
have to imitate and follow the aims of the chief ruler
(ra’t s), always in accordance with their position in
the ontopolitical hierarchy (al-Farabi, 1985: 237-
239; al-Farabi, 2004: 61-63). Besides, it is by no
means a coincidence that al-Farabi’s metaphysics is
articulated and presented exclusively in his political
writings. However, al-Farabi does not uncritically
adopt Neoplatonic metaphysics, which is also prov-
en by the fact that the First Cause is identified with
the Mind (voo¢ vo@v voduevov), whereas in Neopla-
tonism the One lies beyond the Mind. All the same,
regardless of how far he accepts the metaphysically
inspired, teleological and hierarchical structure of
nature, this helps him support his argumentation re-
garding the order of the city (Parens 1995: 20-21).
Al-Farabi follows the basic line of the Arabic phi-
losophy, to the effect that the city, which is consti-
tuted by philosophers and the city which is founded
upon the divine law, demand a thorough understand-
ing of the world, the metaphysical hierarchy and the
precise position of humans within the latter (Janos,
2012:92; Mahdi, 2001: 18; Umar, 1992: 209; Vallat,
2004: 85-129). Nevertheless, it needs to be stressed
that al-Farabi does not attempt to support this anal-
ogy between politics and metaphysics with a logical
proof, which he emphatically puts forth in a number
of his writings. Although a philosophical one, his
undertaking is lacking in logical reasoning.

The administration of the city corresponds to al-
Farabi’s metaphysical order. The relation between
the First Cause and other beings is analogous to the
relation between the leader of the virtuous city and
the rest of its members. The chief ruler corresponds
to the First Cause, which presides over all immate-
rial entities, heavenly bodies and material entities.
It is worth taking into account that the First Cause,
as a notion, is absent from the purely philosophi-
cal works of al-Farabi, as from the ones in which
he analyses the philosophy of Aristotle (Colmo,
2005: 32). The First Cause necessarily satisfies all
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requirements for a perfect government of the world,
whereas the same is to be hoped for the city. The
chief ruler is the one who does not need any guid-
ance, knows all sciences and is aware of the actions
that have to be undertaken. On the contrary, he leads
everyone else towards happiness. He possesses, to
a significant degree, the most enviable capacities,
both by nature and as developed through education.
This person is the real ruler (Al-Farabi, 1963: 36-
37). He is characterized by a perfect intellect and a
fully developed imagination, so as to perceive par-
ticular things, through the Active Intellect. When all
the above have been satisfied, the ruler possesses the
Acquired Intellect ( ‘agl mustafad). This constitutes
the highest intellectual level within human reach. As
already mentioned, al-Farabi refers to this level as an
approach (mugarabah) towards the Active Intellect
and elsewhere as a union (ittisal) with it. The person
who combines intellectual perfection with the per-
fection of the imagination is thereby held capable of
receiving the divine revelation. In fact, we are deal-
ing here with the fusion of three basic qualities in
one person: perfect philosopher, wise man (hakim),
prophet. Only the latter is able to define and trace
happiness, so as to guide the city to it (Fakhry, 2002:
102-103). If there is no philosopher in the governing
body, the virtuous state is left without a king. It is
thereupon driven to destruction, which is bound to
take place unless a philosopher is found to take on
the role of the consultant of the city ruler (Al-Farabi,
1985: 253).

The hierarchical structure of the city is laid out
as a pyramid, from the top to its base, which con-
stituted by people who only serve, without having
the opportunity to exert any form of power. The
intermediate groups of people are subject to the
power of those who lay above them, while they
dominate upon those below them. Those who be-
long to groups by the king, enjoy a higher level of
perfection. Above the ruler, lays the Active Intellect,
through which God reveals his will. Still higher lays
God himself, whose revelation reaches the ruler of
the city or the nation. God is the real ruler of the
virtuous city, since he is the ruler of the world, al-
though the mode of government is different in each
case, yet analogous (Al-Farabi, 2004: 63-64). In a
way which runs parallel to the divinely determined
harmony and order of the universe, the city ruler has
to found and consolidate voluntary tendencies and
predispositions in the people’s souls, so as to live
harmoniously, united and ready to help each other
(Al-Farabi, 2004: 65).

As al-Farabi does not restrict politics to philoso-
phy -as a quest of universals- it is rather the work

of political science to seek happiness, which is di-
vided to real happiness, which is an end in itself,
and apparent happiness (Rosenthal, 1958: 119-121;
Strauss, 1952: 13). He holds that political science
deals with the particulars, as it takes place in a de-
terminate time and place (Al-Farabi, 2004: 58-59).
The supreme happiness is not brought about in this
life, but in the next one, despite al-Farabi’s ambigu-
ous views (Al-Farabi, 2004: 52; Galston, 1992: 100;
Mahdi, 1973: 1-25). Political science offers the pre-
sentation and the interpretation of the structure of
the universe, of its parts and its hierarchical struc-
ture under the dominion of God, of the human soul
and the human body. It is the proper work of the
founder of the city to obtain knowledge of theoreti-
cal philosophy, so as to make sure that the chief rul-
er imitates the way God governs the universe. The
principles of the practical rules and actions are to
be found in the political science. The principles of
the theoretical part, which concerns the universe, are
to be sought in physics and metaphysics as political
and religious images (Mahdi, 2001: 120-122). Po-
litical science forms part of political philosophy and
is restricted to the study of universals and their am-
bit, as well as to the specification of the particulars.
The particular and the actual do not belong to the
scope of philosophy, but to that of political science.
The latter has two branches: one of them aims at
revealing what happiness is, in relation to all those
things that are not happiness. The other branch deals
with the ways in which virtuous predispositions and
actions are established in cities. It is also a function
of political science to take account of non-virtuous
forms of government and political action, which
constitute an illness for a virtuous city (Al-Farabi,
2004: 59-60).

Political science shows that the virtuous gover-
nance is twofold: the first one and the one depending
upon the first one. The first one is identified with
the rule, which establishes virtuous forms of living
and virtuous predispositions within a city or a na-
tion, by relieving people from their ignorance. The
person who undertakes this work is the chief ruler.
The government, which depends upon the first type
of government, is the one that follows in the latter’s
footsteps (Al-Farabi, 2004: 56; Burns, 2016: 365-
389).

Religion as political institution
Religion is perceived by al-Farabi as the total-
ity of views and practices which have been deter-

mined for a society by its chief ruler, the king (ra zs
awwal), who has a particular prospect in mind: if
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the king is virtuous and his rule is virtuous, the sole
aim of his actions is and has to be the achievement
of true happiness. The virtuous religion shares the
same goal (Al-Farabi, 2004: 43). Religion imitates
the divine actions and the natural forces and prin-
ciples, in accordance with their similarities to the
activities and crafts that relate to volition, in the
same way that Plato attempts to specify in Timaeus
(21B-C). According to al-Farabi, the religion that
contributes to virtue and happiness runs parallel to
philosophy. They are both put together practically
and theoretically (Lahoud, 2004, 283-301). The
universal principles of the practical aspect of a re-
ligion are found in practical philosophy (Al-Farabi,
2004: 47). As soon as religion is seen as a human
construction, it is revealed to be inferior to philoso-
phy, since its goal is the guidance of people through
theoretical and practical issues in a simple and clear
way, which is not in the nature of philosophy to do.
Religion succeeds in rendering the truths and the
principles of philosophy understandable, by using
persuasion and imagination (Al-Farabi, 2005: 1;
Arnaldez, 1977, 57-65). Al- Farabi concludes that
philosophy precedes religion in the historical sense
as well, a conclusion that cannot be verified and this
explains why Al- Farabi does not bother to establish
(Al-Farabi, 1969: 44-45; Como, 2005: 7-16; Ivry,
1990: 378-388; Kemal, 1991: 79-85; Leaman, 2009:
184; Tanguay, 2007: 89.). His view to the effect that
religion is a mere reflection of philosophy and, by
consequence, inferior to the latter, is the most radi-
cal of all theories of double truth, which were usual
in Medieval Europe, or of Latin Averroism of Siger
of Brabant and his followers.

It needs to be noted that in the world of Islam,
theology never had the position it did in Medieval
Europe. The interpretation of divine law and the
most prevalent thesis belonged to jurisprudence
(Mahdi, 2001: 43). If religion depends upon an un-
certain and ambiguous philosophy, theology and ju-
risprudence, which depend upon the latter, also suf-
fer and are inadequate. From time to time, theology
attempts to support arguments on representations
and symbols, which makes matters even worse (Al-
Farabi, 2005: 1-2). Theology also serves philosophy
and the theologian serves the philosopher, although
the theologian thinks that he belongs to the chosen
ones. He is a victim of his own fallacy, by thinking
that he stands above members of the same religion,
yet failing to see that the philosopher is superior
to everyone, irrespectively of his nationality (Al-
Farabi, 2005: 2-3).

Al-Farabi does not reject in advance all religion
(Ramon Guerrero, 2005: 77-94). If religion depends
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upon a philosophy, which has been set out in clear
terms and has proceeded upon the principles of re-
flection, then it can be deemed both valid and valu-
able. If, however, it has rested upon some philoso-
phy that has itself proceeded upon mere rhetoric,
dialectic tricks and sophistries, then it can be largely
false. A religion that rests upon such philosophies
must contain false premises. If, again, this religion
substitutes all false premises with their images, as it
usually happens with religions, then it will find itself
drifting even further away from philosophy. It will
constitute a corrupt religion, which will not even be
conscious of its ever increasing distancing from the
truth. Al-Farabi‘s conclusion form the above is that
religion, whether true or not, is based upon philoso-
phy (Al-Farabi, 2005: 20-21).

But even this conclusion is not an inescapable
one. A religion can be transferred from one nation
to another, while undergoing possible improvements
or additions, in the process. In this case, it is possible
for this religion to crop up in a nation before philos-
ophy, dialectic or sophistry have emerged. That is,
it is possible that in this nation, philosophy springs
and flourishes after religion (Al-Farabi, 2005: 21).
This religion, as a simplified version of philoso-
phy may be transferred to a nation without it being
known that it depends upon philosophy. Neverthe-
less, as mentioned, religion already contains images
of the issues that have been proven by philosophy.
This fact could be kept silent and then the nation
might be misled to believe that this religious imag-
ery stands for the real thing. Things could, however,
take a different course if philosophy, upon which
religion is dependent, is spread to a nation that has
already espoused the religion in question. Then phi-
losophy and religion might come into conflict. The
followers of philosophy, if they are aware of the
fact that religion contains images of philosophical
truths, may not be so inimical. However, the follow-
ers of religion usually become very eristic because
they think that they know the truth. The result of
this battle is the marginalization of philosophy and
its followers, which, in turn, leads the latter to with-
draw their support to religion. Still, because the po-
sition of philosophers is a precarious one and they
may be subject to prosecutions, it is more prudent
for them to oppose to those religious dogmas which
contradict philosophy and not to religion as a whole
(Al-Farabi, 2005: 21-22).

As proven by Mahdi, in Kitab al-Huruf, an
abstract of Aristotle’s Metaphysics is being com-
mented upon (1074a38-1074b14), in which Aris-
totlle treats the ancient Greek belief to the effect
that the heavenly bodies are gods and the totality
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of the world is divine. However, his contemporaries
showed preference to anthropocentricism, because
the latter contributes to abiding by the law. Al-
Farabi’s conclusion is that this proves the priority
of philosophy over traditional religion and tradition
in general (Mahdi, 1973: 1-25; Netton, 1989: 100;
Parens, 1995: 11-13). He clarifies that personal hap-
piness and an effective political structure are impos-
sible, lest there be some common religion that unites
people and helps in organizing things (Al-Farabi,
2004: 66).

The political interpretation of prophecy and
revelation

The prophecies that refer to the transcendent
stem from the mental appearances in the Active
Intellect. Even though visions usually occur dur-
ing sleep, al-Farabi insists that, occasionally, they
also come about in a conscious state. In this case,
they concern a handful of people, who have accom-
plished the perfection of their imagination. Those
people are able to receive the prophecy about pres-
ent and future events by means of the particulars,
whereas, by means of the intelligibles, they receive
prophecies regarding the sphere of the transcendent
(Al-Farabi, 1985: 219-227; Butterworth, 2013-14:
103-118; Nacafov, 2016: 115-132; Rahman, 2013:
11-52).

In the course of the examination of this issue, di-
vine revelation becomes involved which, according
to al-Farabi, is superior to practical knowledge. It is
highly possible that one might be aware of the gen-
eral principles of ethics and arts, and have extraordi-
nary experience in the management of public affairs
and still find it difficult to discover the appropriate
means for the attainment of the supreme goal. Only
revelation will present to humans the first principles
of causes, as well as the capacity of choosing the
right means. The nature of this revelation (wahy) is
utterly political, as it concerns society as a whole,
while the instigation itself (i/h@m) only concerns the
saint or the mystic (Mahdi, 2001: 150-153; Lobel,
2000: 124, 139-142). This is also proven by the fact
that happiness, the summum bonum, is only obtained
within the borders of a virtuous city, established ac-
cording to the divine plan that permeates the uni-
verse. This work, however, cannot be accomplished
by just anyone, as natural gifts, effort and proper
education are required. The person who accepts to
receive prophecy is the one in which the theoreti-
cal and practical powers of reason and imagination
are instantiated. The perfection of the human being
and the city does not come about through prophecy

itself, that is, through the emanation of the divine
mind in imagination, but through the revelation of
the divine mind in reason. The incorporation of the
divine reason allows for human knowledge of both
theoretical and practical issues. The person, who in-
carnates all the above attributes, as a gift from God,
is thereby rendered an ideal for all other humans and
pursues happiness for the entire inhabited world. In
essence, al-Farabi attempts to dislocate prophecy,
which he ascribes to a pre-political stage and con-
siders it inferior to the revelation. Al-Farabi does
not go as far as Ibn Tufayl, in rejecting prophecy
altogether, yet he does not put faith in it without the
control of reason. He does not reject imagination ei-
ther because he is fully aware of its social benefits
(Mahdi, 2001: 161-166).

A clarification is now due, regarding the way
the ruler-prophet is discriminated from the ruler-
philosopher. The criterion is purely epistemological:
the human being acquires knowledge of the divine
through the aid of intellect but, in rare cases, the
perfection and the corroboration of the imagination
may also lead to the perception of the divine. This
is what prophecy is about. When the ruler exerts
his imagination, he is a prophet and when he relies
upon his intellect, he is a philosopher. Of these two
qualities, philosophy is the superior one, since it is
inextricably associated with the exertion of political
power. Sound governance based exclusively upon
prophecy is not possible. Al- Farabi pursues this line
of thought a bit further and maintains that philoso-
phy is a prerequisite for the foundation and the sur-
vival of the virtuous state, whereas prophecy is only
sufficient for the survival (Mahdi, 2001: 134-137).

Foreknowledge, as a notion, has its sources in
ancient Greek and Hebrew tradition (Streetman,
2008: 211-246). Prophecy within the Arabic and,
in general, the Muslim world, received a particular
connotation. Al- Farabi, by communicating with all
these traditions, treats this matter in a special way.
However, the attribution of prophecy, in its politi-
cal dimension, to Phaedrus and Timaeus is rather
far-fetched (Walzer, 1957: 142-148). In contrast
to the most widespread theistic and Gnostic tradi-
tions of the later antiquity, al- Farabi believes that
prophecy has always been and will always be in-
ferior to philosophy (Macy, 1986: 185-201; Walzer,
1985: 414-415). Strauss thought that al- Farabi deals
with prophecy in an ambivalent way: as a function
of the soul, which may concern the mass of peo-
ple and as a superior function, which is addressed
to elite (Strauss, 1995: 124-126). In specific, dur-
ing the emanation of the Passive Intellect from the
Active Intellect, emerges the person who combines
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the qualities of the wise, the philosopher and the
prophet (Al-Farabi, 1985: 245). It is of the utmost
importance that, in contrast to the Muslim tradition,
the prophetic charisma of the ruler is considered
inferior to the qualities of the philosopher. On the
other hand, al-Farabi’s forerunner, al-Kindi, used to
assign a primary role to the prophets, whose knowl-
edge he regarded as superior to the knowledge of
philosophers. As al-Farabi has repeated on many oc-
casions, revelation is not connected to religion, but
to philosophy. They both concern the few and not
the crowd (Walzer, 1985: 441).

Political philosophy, political science and re-
ligion

Another aspect of the political problem, which
certainly does not escape the attention of al-Farabi, is
the relation between politics and religion. Notwith-
standing the various interpretations of his thought
(Arioli, 2014: 547-561; Corbin, 1964: 225; Lopez-
Farjeat, 2016: 38-60; Steiris, 2014: 151-189), al-
Farabi does not seem to have a strong and systematic
preference for mysticism. His philosophy approach-
es a kind of religion that does not rely on revelation,
but rather on logic. His, more or less, contemporary,
al-Razi, had also rejected any kind of revelation-
centered religion, by considering philosophy as the
only truth, which does not address a limited mi-
nority, but to the entire humanity. Al-SarakhsT was
also in tune with this approach (Crone, 2005: 172-
173; Walker, 1992: 82-92). Al-Farabi diverts from
the line of al-Kindi, however, who had ascribed to
religion the role of an ancilla. Al-Farabi’s view is
simple and akin to Plato’s (Walzer, 1965: 778-781):
religion and philosophy lead humans to the truth,
but via different approaches. Religion addresses
the wide, uneducated public, whereas philosophy
addresses the selected few. Religion, which is pos-
terior to philosophy, expresses a logically founded,
philosophical truth through imagery and symbols.
For many contemporary scholars this view consists
al-Farabi’s greater innovation (Al-Farabi, 2004%: 88;
Galston, 1990: 76; Lerner, 1987: 510-517; Marmu-
ra, 1983: 87-102). Thus, only philosophy is directly
conducive to the truth, to unassailable knowledge,
of which religions only offer symbolic representa-
tions. In contrast to Aquinas, al-Farabi is convinced
that religion cannot add anything to philosophical
knowledge, as also Porphyry had supported (Alt-
man, 1978: 1-19; Chase, 2008: 25-27; Watt, 1967:
179-180). Al-Farabi seems to be inspired by the
protobyzantine tradition, as expressed, for instance,
in an anonymous treatise, according to which, the
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salvation of the human race will only come about
from the cooperation of philosophy and politics
(Barker, 1957: 72-74; O’ Meara, 2002: 49-62; Stei-
ris, 2013: 121-141; Watt, 1998: 265-277). From the
total corpus of his writings, it becomes evident that
al-Farabi’s main concern is the salvation of the po-
litical community and not of the individual (Mahdji,
2001: 60).

Religion is not necessary for those who can pur-
sue and attain their perfection by relying on their
nature and education. It is, however, indispensable
for the survival of the political community, since
moral perfection does not concern all citizens. As
Averroes puts it, a few centuries later, if everyone
attained virtue, they would become rulers, but the
existence of rulers presupposes the existence of
subjects to be ruled (Rosenthal, 1956: 69). In con-
trast to Averroes, though, who viewed philosophy as
imposed by God’s word, al-Farabi regards philoso-
phy as in need of some religion, so as to guide the
mass, yet also in need of protection from the igno-
rant (Strauss, 1973: 17-18; Strauss, 1995: 59). In a
reading slightly stretched forward, in his attempt to
base the political status of a city on philosophy, al-
Farabi can be seen to end by rendering philosophy
an ancilla of politics (Colmo, 2005: 16). However,
this interpretation is a bit dangerous, as it focuses on
al-Farabi’s practical philosophy, by understating the
fact that he had also dealt with other philosophical
topics, which he by no means treated as subservient
to practical philosophy. Rosenthal’s interpretation is
also profoundly conservative and, at the same time,
quite far-fetched, in holding that al-Farabi considers
the quality of a good Muslim as superior to the qual-
ity of a good philosopher, thus denying the obvious
innovation of al-Farabi’s thought (Rosenthal, 1958:
123-124). Parens supports that al- Farabi’s goal con-
sists in proving that philosophy was not something
self-contradictory or eristic. Philosophy and revela-
tion-centered religion can coexist. What demands
greater attention from all scholars is that many of al-
Farabi’s arguments are drawn, to an extent, from the
pseudo-Aristotelian Theology of Aristotle and not
from the authentic philosophical tradition, in spite
of al-Farabi’s probable awareness of the work’s lack
of authenticity (Galston, 1977: 13-32).

Strauss’s approach is more reasonable, as it at-
tributes to al-Farabi the politicalization, so to speak,
of the apocalyptic religion, an endeavor tainted with
platonic colors (Janssens, 2008: 128-129). It has
to be noted, though, that in a letter attributed to al-
Farabi, the author admits that the actions of the phi-
losopher have to imitate those of the creator, within
the limits of human nature, of course. It is evident
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that the letter in question cannot stand comparison
to the treatises, as regards the systematicity of the
presentation; however, the information provided
should by no means be disregarded (Berman, 1961:
56).

On the other hand, al-Farabi does not conceal
his critical attitude towards religion. He is annoyed
by the fact that religion is used as a means for the
achievement of personal political goals and offices.
Another means for political deception is the belief
that God intervenes in human affairs through the
mediation of inferior deities. Political power estab-
lishes and reinforces public religious practices and
ceremonies, the ultimate goal of which is the sup-
posed attainment of a postmortem happiness. Those
who do not conform to the practices are threatened
with severe penalties in the afterlife. What al-Farabi
finds particularly irritating is the people’s reaction
to this deception attempted by corrupt politicians.
The people approves of politicians who act as if they
scorned material goods, to such an extent that they
present a divine-like behavior. So capable are they
in deception, that they make sure that their physical
appearance matches their behavior. Al-Farabi does
not hesitate to parallel those politicians to beasts
that are willing to resort to any kind of violence or
fraud so as to achieve their goals. Things are much
worse when it comes to truly religious people. Al-
Farabi points out that the latter become the object
of sarcasm and ridicule from the mass, while many
seek to exploit their property, which the sincerely
religious easily forfeit (Fakhry, 2002: 116).

Al- Farabi mocks all those who maintain that
God and spiritual entities exist and govern nature,
who addresses prayers and hymns to them, who
believe to a postmortem reward or punishment, de-
pending on the kind of life that each has adopted.
All those actions add up to nothing more than tricks,
which are used by people at the expense of other
people; in fact, by the weak who cannot gain power
in any other way. What is most amazing is that many
individuals are ready to give up at least part of their
belongings, while falling prey to these deceivers.
The aims of the latter are so well hidden that every-
one else believes that they are not interested in the
material profits they obtain for their own sake. The
deception goes so far that, sometimes, the deceivers
are honored on account of the fake image they have
created for themselves (Al-Farabi, 1985: 305-309).

Regardless of al- Farabi’s criticisms, he does
conjoin the Platonic legislator and the Muslim
prophet in one person (Davidson, 1992: 58). The
combination of divine and political sciences de-
mands the clarification of religious dogmas and the

structure of the universe. There can be no enduring
power without the support of philosophy and proph-
ecy. In a sense, the philosopher-ruler and the proph-
et-ruler coincide. This person has to be an instructor
and a leader; he must possess knowledge and intel-
lectual perfection, which comes about only through
contact with the Active Intellect. The ruler who sat-
isfies all these conditions will be in a position even
to revise divine laws and apply new ones (Mahdi,
2001: 128-133).

Al-Farabi accepts that jurisprudence and
theology concern the nations and the states at a
particular stage of their evolution. The former
helps people clarify and interpret things, whereas
the latter defends and protects religion. They do
not, however, constitute universal sciences, but
they receive as many different forms as there are
religions on the globe. They do not examine the
postulates of religion in depth. This lies principally
within the scope of philosophy (Mahdi, 2001, 90-
91). The primary field of research of jurisprudence
is the study of particulars, whereas the universals
fall under political science, as do scientific matters.
The universals of the practical part of jurisprudence
are included within political science and not in
practical philosophy. In this way, political science
becomes the link between religion and philosophy,
since it constitutes at once the part and the subject
of philosophy. By analogy, religion is part of and
inferior to philosophy, since it constitutes part of
political science. This is one of the most essential
contributions of al-Farabi to medieval thought
(Mahdi, 2001: 92-93).

The emergence of philosophy and political
science does not presuppose nor does it indicate
the existence of an apocalyptic religion, theology
or jurisprudence. Their coexistence in the Islamic
paradigm, that al-Farabi has in mind, is coincidental
and does not thereby create a historical precedent.
Notwithstanding this position, al-Farabi does
not hesitate to ascribe to the divinely-inspired
legislator elements that pertain to the ruler or even
the king (Mahdi, 2001: 92-93). However, religion
contributes to politics in yet another way, namely, by
offering political training by means of its practices
and ceremonies. While public religious practices
become an object of commentary and interest for al-
Farabi, it is not so with private religious practices.
He bypasses the latter without serious losses (Plato,
Laws, 828a-829¢; Al-Farabi, 2007: 179-180).

To sum up, close attention must be paid to the
fact that al-Farabi does not consider acceptable
the kind of religion which does not subject its
postulates to verification via proof or insight. It is
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the philosopher’s duty to examine religion and this
ceases to be the case as soon as he becomes entangled
in theological debates or takes on the role of the
advocate of any religion. The nature of religion and
its directness in our everyday lives do not permit us
to envisage a philosophical or a scientific religion.
Besides, religion includes a theoretical part, which
concerns matters that humans may come to know
but cannot actualize and a practical part, which
concerns matters that humans can bring to reality
provided that they come to know them. A corollary
to this thesis is the fact that religion is inferior and
subject to practical philosophy (Mahdi, 2001: 108-
115). Al- Farabi insists that, in philosophical terms,
the philosopher, the king, the ruler, the legislator
and the imam describe one and the same notion (Al-
Farabi, 1969: 46-47). The same tendency of using
the terms interchangeably is evinced in Persian texts
at the time of al-Farabi (Crone, 2005: 153).

Conclusions

Even though it has been maintained that al-
Farabineverattempted anything other thana proofto
the effect that philosophy, especially in its Platonic
version, may reinforce the Muslim faith, I would
say that such views underestimate the originality
and the innovatory aspects of his philosophy. It is
not a simple endeavor within the limits of Muslim
dialectic theology, namely of Kalam. It is a purely
philosophical endeavor, which tries to maintain
its balance between philosophy and the pressing

historical reality of a powerful, winning Islam. The
story which al-Farabi tells in the beginning of his
Talkhis nawamis Aflatun, the one about the person
who was disguised so as to deceive the guards and
escape the city before sharing the fate of Socrates
(Al-Farabi, 2007: 139-140; Fortin, 2002: 27), could
lend support to this interpretation and also indicate
how the ignorant cannot understand philosophy,
even when the latter is delivered to them in its
purest form, without silencing or concealing any
messages. Like Maimonides and Averroes who
followed, whatever reasons al-Farabi had for not
letting the fanatics and the philosophically ignorant
understand his writings so as not to accuse him, he
had as many reasons to reveal, in his work, that
philosophy in general and his philosophy in specific
are fully compatible with the Muslim dogma and
tradition (Leaman, 1980: 525-538; Strauss, 1952:
68-107; Strauss, 1957: 319-334). And this simply
because philosophy is superior, it is the womb
from which the true religion of Islam came into
existence. Islam could not have emanated from a
false philosophy, so as to share the fate of false
religions, as al-Farabi has described. A powerful
state and a prosperous society presuppose a religion
established upon philosophy and the involvement
of philosophers in the exertion of political power.
Al-Farabi’s argument was so innovative that even
his faithful pupil Ibn “Adi felt the need to reject it
when he claimed that the Christians did not borrow
their religion from the philosophers (Rashed, 2009:
68).

The radicalization of islam in Kazakhstan: causes and origins

This article is about the origins of religious radicalism. The author examines in detail the exogenous
factor in the development of Islam in Kazakhstan. As a result of external influence, «<new Muslims»
phenomenon appeared, for whom belonging to the global Muslim community turned out to be more
significant than belonging to its ethnic or national group. Thus, there was an important shift in the status
of Islam in Kazakhstan’s society — Islam occupied its place in society as a religious ideology. In turn, the
new Islamic Ummah denies traditional ethnocultural and religious values, does not recognize secular
government, which leads to the problems of their integration into Kazakhstani society. Strict secular
policy complicates the situation in society which promotes social exclusion of believers, who practice
non-traditional Islam, strengthen their views on the hostility of the state to religion, and, therefore, their
transition to the opposition camp.
