ALMATY CITY. SAGI ASANALIEVLY ASHIMOYV STREET

This street was named in honor of the famous actor and laureate of the State
Prize of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Sagi Ashimov, in 1997.

Street Sagi Ashimova, microdistrict Aigerim-1, g. Almaty

The length of the street is 1,200 meters.

Sagi Asanaliuly Ashimov (July 18, 1961, Almaty — October 18, 1999, Almaty) was
an actor, an Honored Artist of Kazakhstan, and a recipient of the State Prize.

He graduated from the Almaty Institute of Theatre and Cinema in 1983.

His first role in cinema was Kalam in the film "Grow Your Own Grain" (1978).
He played Akim in "Restless Children" (1980),

Arystan in "A Month to Reflect" (1981),

a servant in "The Grieving Beauty" (1982),

Tauyekel Khan in "The Legend of Aisulu" (1990).

He portrayed Shokan in the four-episode television film "Shokan Ualikhanov"
(1982-1984),

and Temir Sabirov in Kazakhstan’s first multi-episode TV series "Intersecting
Destinies."

"He shone like a bright comet and vanished..." When these words are spoken, two
names come to mind for the Kazakh people. One is Shokan Ualikhanov.The other is
the man who brought Shokan to life on screen — Sagi Ashimov. Every character
played by Sagi reflected inner purity and sincerity. His film roles will always be
remembered by the nation. He was a man who came into this world not to take, but
to give.

He brought light to his friends, his country, his land, his family, and his children.
But sadly, that light faded too soon," — Arman Kyrykbayev.

The street was named after Aitzhan Turkebayev, one of the activists who helped
establish Soviet power in Zhetysu and a participant in the Civil War (by decision
No. 524 of the Almaty City Executive Committee dated November 28, 1978).

The street 1s located in the Bostandyk and Almaly districts. It stretches from
Raiymbek Avenue to Zhandosov Street.



Aitzhan Turkebayev was a prominent Kazakh party figure during the Soviet
period. He was born in 1900 in the Zhetysu region. He began working at the age of
13 and at 24 was elected First Secretary of the Almaty District Party Committee,
becoming the youngest leader in the city's history.

During his leadership (1924-1927), significant contributions were made to the
development of Almaty. The construction of the Turkestan—Siberian (Turksib)
railway began, and in 1927, the decision was made to move the capital of the Kazakh
ASSR from Kyzylorda to Almaty.

Aitzhan Turkebayev participated in the fight against the troops of Atamans Dutov
and Annenkov during the Civil War. He was expelled from the Communist Party for
opposing Filipp Goloshchyokin’s "Small October" policy. Later, under Levon
Mirzoyan, he was reinstated and worked in the field of public education

Aitzhan Turkebayev was married to Amina Kunaeva, the sister of Dinmukhamed
Kunaev
